SUBJECT:	Large Scale Comprehensive Plan Amendment:  Hawthorne


Staff Recommendation
The Planning staff recommends approval of the proposed amendment to the City’s adopted Comprehensive Plan Future Land Use Map by changing the Future Land Use classification from County Urban to City General Commercial and Conservation. The City Commission will hold the transmittal hearing on this request on June 28, 2010.

Analysis
The project site is approximately 68 acres. The general location is north of CR 48 and east of US Hwy 27. The project site is larger than ten (10.0) acres and is, therefore, considered a Large Scale Comprehensive Plan Amendment under state statutes.  The amendment will be transmitted to DCA for review.  An adoption hearing will be scheduled after any comments from DCA have been addressed.

The project site is currently undeveloped and the surrounding Future Land Use Map designations are:

The Land Use for the property is currently County Urban. The property is currently zoned PUD with mixed uses, which is consistent with the proposed Future Land Use designation.
