HEARD A PRESENTATION FROM DISTRICT 2 LAKE COUNTY COMMISSIONER SEAN PARKS











Commissioner Parks proposed having better intergovernmental communications between the County and the Cities.  The County is working on a new Economic Action Plan.  The first goal is to create an incubator in South Lake County using the City of Leesburg Incubator as a model. A second goal is improvements to the Parks and Recreation areas.  The County is currently working with the City of Minneola on a joint Community Park.  Finally, a third goal is to improve the transportation system in Lake County.  He invited the City to a workshop Tuesday at 9:00 a.m. on Parks and Recreation and Transportation needs. He offered a Commission to Commission joint workshop in mid-summer to discuss all concerned issues. 
Commissioner Henderson said she cannot remember a joint meeting in the past between the City of Leesburg and Lake County. She thinks a joint meeting is a great idea.
Commissioner Christian said he would like the County to consider and discuss the economic development potential of County Road 470.

Commissioner Knowles introduced the ordinance to be read by title only.  CM Evans read the ordinance, as follows:

An ordinance of the City of Leesburg, Florida, rezoning approximately .29 acre generally located on the south side of South street, west of Venture Avenue and east of Hickory Drive, lying in Section 27, Township 19 south, Range 24 east, Lake County, Florida, from City C-3 (Highway Commercial) to City SPUD (Small Planned Unit Development); and providing an effective date. (Thermaseal/Arthur D. Guy)

Mayor Polk requested comments from the public. 
Mayor Polk asked why the property is being rezoned as SPUD.  Community Development Director (CDD) Bill Wiley replied because the business needed light industrial type uses as well as contracting.  
Commissioner Henderson said she appreciated Mr. Lukich for attending all of the Planning and Zoning meetings and reviewing all planning and zoning issues.

Commissioner Henderson introduced the ordinance to be read by title only.  CM Evans read the ordinance, as follows:

An ordinance of the City of Leesburg, Florida, amending Chapter 25 zoning of the Code of Ordinances Sections 25-290 Temporary Uses; 25-292 Supplemental District Requirements: providing a savings clause; repealing conflicting ordinances; and providing an effective date.

Mayor Polk requested comments from the public.  
CDD Wiley said the City added a minor change to allow temporary food vendors during grand openings and special promotions.
Commissioner Knowles asked if the proposed ordinance outlaws hot dog carts.  CDD Wiley explained the ordinance limits temporary vendors.  
Commissioner Puckett asked if the proposed ordinance allows hot dog carts in front of existing businesses.  CDD Wiley said the hot dog carts are allowed.  The cart cannot be parked in parking spaces or drive isles.  The business owner must have a business tax receipt for the location.
Commissioner Christian asked if the proposed ordinance allows hot dog carts on vacant lots.  CDD Wiley said setting up a temporary vendor on a vacant lot is not allowed.  The proposed ordinance gives the City better control.

Commissioner Puckett introduced the ordinance to be read by title only.  CM Evans read the ordinance, as follows:

An ordinance of the City of Leesburg, Florida, amending Chapter 2, Article IV of the Code of Ordinances pertaining to Advisory Boards; Division 10  Community Redevelopment Agency, by amending Section 168.1 Matching Sign Grant Program provisions; repealing conflicting ordinances; providing a savings clause; and providing an effective date.

Mayor Polk requested comments from the public.  

Commissioner Henderson asked for an explanation of the intent.  CM Evans said the ordinance prohibits owners from double dipping the City Sign Grant Program and another non-profit agency.   
CDD Wiley said he is working with FDOT on funds for sign relocations in the US Highway 441/27 corridor.  
INTRODUCED AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CODE OF ORDINANCES AMENDING SECTIONS 22-262 AND 22-263, REGARDING DELINQUENCY CHARGES AND NONPAYMENT OF UTILITY BILL








Commissioner Knowles introduced the ordinance to be read by title only.  CM Evans read the ordinance, as follows:

An ordinance of the City of Leesburg, Florida, amending Section 22-262 pertaining to Delinquency Charge; amending Section 22-263 pertaining to Nonpayment of Utility bills; providing for conflicts; providing a savings clause; and providing an effective date.  

Mayor Polk requested comments from the public.  
Commissioner Christian asked for the definition of a promissory to pay.  Finance Director (FD) Jerry Boop explained when outside agencies help citizens pay their utility bill, a voucher is issued by the outside agency. The voucher is called a promissory to pay.  When the City receives the promissory to pay, the late fees are removed from the bill.

Mayor Polk asked what the ordinance does. FD Boop replied the intent is to remove the late fees from the utility bill.  When a person goes out to obtain the voucher, the customer is already behind and incurring late fees on the bill.  The ordinance will provide the ability to remove the late fees from the bill.

Commissioner Christian asked if the late fees are removed when the customer is five to ten days late before they turn in a promise to pay.  FD Boop said as soon as the City receives a promise to pay from the outside agency, the late fees will be removed at that date.

Mayor Polk asked if the customer is two months late, is there a time limit on refunding.   FD Boop replied there will not be a time frame.  CM Evans said it will only be applicable to one month because service terminates if the amount is due past one month.  

Customer Accounts Manager (CAM) Lori Beach replied the promissory to pay must be received by the City by the due date to have the late fees removed.  Her understanding of the intent of the ordinance is, if a customer is coming up on their due date, they have already received an invoice. The customer already knows what the dollar amount is, so they can go to an outside agency and get assistance. At the due date, the late charge automatically posts to the account, if funds are not received. The agency then provides a promissory note to the City, by fax or in person. The late charge will then be refunded.
ADOPTED RESOLUTION 8839 AMENDING RESOLUTION 8512 - UTILITY SERVICE FEE SCHEDULE TO INCLUDE CREDIT CARD CONVENIENCE FEES



Commissioner Henderson introduced the resolution to be read by title only. CM Evans read the resolution by title only, as follows:

A resolution of the City Commission of the City of Leesburg, Florida, amending Resolution No. 8512 approving an addition to the Utility Service Fee Schedule for a credit card convenience fee per transaction; and providing an effective date.
Commissioner Christian moved to adopt the resolution and Commissioner Henderson seconded the motion. 

Commissioner Henderson asked for the difference in a credit card payment and an online payment.  CAM Beach explained the City cannot charge the fee for face to face credit card payments or re-occurring credit card payments. The City can charge for Click-To-Gov payments and Interactive Voice Response (IVR) (over the phone) payments.

Commissioner Puckett asked if the fee will always be $3.95 or will the fee change at a later time.  CAM Beach explained the City will re-access the fee amount in a year.  
CA Morrison explained the City cannot base a fee on a percentage.  A flat fee must be charged.
FD Boop said the City originally considered a three percent fee.  Florida Statutes are not clear and many court cases have been filed throughout the state on a fee based on a percentage.
Commissioner Christian asked how much Visa charges the City for transactions.  CM Evans said the City pays a percentage on the transactions.

Mayor Polk asked how the City came up with the $3.95 fee amount.  CAM Beach said a survey was completed and the average fees were between $2.95 and $4.95.  The overall average is $3.95.
Mayor Polk suggested a $5.00 convenience fee instead of the $3.95. 

Don Lukich, Leesburg citizen, asked if the City can negotiate with the credit card companies on the rate charged the City.  CM Evans explained municipalities cannot negotiate.  Mr. Lukich stated at least the bill is collected if paid by a credit card.  

Commissioner Knowles moved to amend the resolution from a $3.95 connivance fee to a $5.00 convenience fee.

Mayor Polk requested comments from the public. 

Commissioner Christian asked if the funds for the air conditioner for the Boy Scouts have been received.  CM Evans said yes, the funds have been received. Commissioner Christian asked if the $200,000 in NSP funds has been given back to the City.  CM Evans said the City has received the funds.

Commissioner Puckett asked if the roof on the Center for the Arts has been completed.  CM Evans said the roof has been completed.

CITY MANAGER ITEMS: 

1. CM Evans explained the $85,000 in grant money for the Center for the Arts Building, proposed by the Wayne Densch Inc. Foundation, has been put on hold.  The Foundation said they have concerns with the economy and the sustainability of the Center for the Arts Program. 
Commissioner Christian asked if the Foundation explained their concerns about the stability of the Center for the Arts.  CM Evans said the Foundation did not elaborate. Commissioner Christian said he researched the Foundation.  He found they did work in Orlando and Sanford.  He said a reporter asked him for an interview and he refused to comment.

Commissioner Knowles asked if the Center for the Arts does have a problem with stability.

Commissioner Henderson said she believes the Center for the Arts is doing alright. She will check into the stability of the Center for the Arts and report back.

2.  CM Evans said Bike Fest was very organized and all went well.  He thanked all staff involved. He said he will learn of the attendance in the coming weeks and report back to the Commission.

Five yeas, no nays, the Commission directed the City Manager to draft a letter to the Legislature on changes to the regulations on city required water connections.

Commissioner Henderson said the City of Leesburg was listed in the Public Power Magazine about the City Smart Grid System.  The magazine is nationwide.
Commissioner Puckett – thanked all involved in Bike Fest and said he is thankful for the safe event.  He reported $180,749.23 has been lost on Kristen Court since January 2011. CM Evans stated he is waiting on the result of the appraisals form the Lake County School Board on the Dabney School property and the Kristen Court property.
Commissioner Christian – said he looked at the maps of the Leesburg/Wildwood Trail and asked if funding is in place.  CM Evans replied the Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT) is to fund the project on July 1, 2011.  
Commissioner Puckett asked if FDOT will be maintaining the trail. CM Evans said FDOT will not be maintaining the trail.  Commissioner Puckett said the trail will cost a lot of money to maintain.  

Commissioner Knowles – said the Leesburg Employee Appreciation Luncheon served 350 employees.  He said he appreciates all City employees for the great job they do.  He said there is a gap on the trail at Magnolia St, Main Street, and US Highway 27.  He suggested the City purchase the property at the old railroad station area to close out the trail.    
Commissioner Henderson asked if Commissioner Knowles is talking about the Magnolia Street extension property.  Commissioner Knowles said the property can be used for both the trail and the Magnolia Street extension.  Property is affordable now and he would like to see the property acquired. The City has funds to purchase the property right now.  CM Evans said he was approached by Mr. Fonda about the property and the selling price keeps coming down.  
Commissioner Christian said the City spent $200,000 on design for the area.  The City needs to have a plan or a priority list to get everyone on the same page.  The property should be purchased with Community Redevelopment Area (CRA) dollars.  
Commissioner Knowles said transportation funds are available for the purchase of the property.  CM Evans said the money can be used for new capital projects and capital improvements.  
Mayor Polk said the Commission recently discussed buying another piece of property on Dixie Ave and US Highway 27. He asked for the City to put together a list of what money is available in the area and have a workshop to discuss a plan or priority list.  Commissioner Henderson said the City always has a wish session before Budget workshops.
Commissioner Christian asked how much money is in the transportation fund.  CM Evans said the fund has approximately one million dollars.  
Mayor Polk – announced the City of Leesburg was awarded, “Tree City USA,” by the Arbor Day Foundation. He asked the City to set up another workshop for next year’s Bike Fest.
