Mayor Polk requested comments from the public.  There were no comments.

ADOPTED RESOLUTION 8900 SUPPORTING LAKE COUNTY'S NOMINATION OF THREE AREAS LOCATED WITHIN THE CITIES OF EUSTIS, LEESBURG AND MASCOTTE FOR INCLUSION IN A FLORIDA ENTERPRISE ZONE.



Commissioner Knowles introduced the resolution to be read by title only. CC Richardson read the resolution by title only, as follows:

RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA SUPPORTING LAKE COUNTY'S NOMINATION OF THREE AREAS LOCATED WITHIN THE CITIES OF EUSTIS, LEESBURG, AND MASCOTTE FOR INCLUSION IN A FLORIDA ENTERPRISE ZONE; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE
Commissioner Henderson moved to adopt the resolution and Commissioner Christian seconded the motion. 

Deputy City Manager (DCM) Doug Drymon posted a map of the Florida Enterprise Zone on the overhead.   

Mayor Polk asked what is expected of the City.  CM Evans replied there are no expectations.  The enterprise zone is another tool to aid in tracking economic development in the area. 

Commissioner Christian suggested the City notify the businesses located in the enterprise zone of the incentives and tax benefits.  The Florida Enterprise Zone map should be on the City website.  He said the enterprise zone will be beneficial to Leesburg.  

Mayor Polk asked how many years will the area remain a Florida Enterprise Zone.  Housing and Economic Development Director (HEDD) Ken Thomas replied the area will be an enterprise zone for twenty years.  

HEDD Thomas explained the Florida Enterprise Zone will have a Board of Directors and produce an economic development plan. The process should start sometime in January 2012.   

Patricia Lee asked if a business must expend significant dollars to benefit.  She asked if provisions have been changed.   HEDD Thomas replied provisions have not been changed.  He said businesses within the enterprise zone can receive a 95% sales tax exemption for the first year.  

Mayor Polk asked if the exemption applies to existing businesses expanding in the enterprise zone.  HEDD Thomas said businesses can apply for corporate property tax and utility tax exemptions.  He said building material sales tax is also an exemption.

Commissioner Knowles introduced the resolution to be read by title only. CC Richardson read the resolution by title only, as follows:

RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA, APPROVING AN AGREEMENT WITH THE BOND ORGANIZATION FOR PROJECT MANAGEMENT SERVICES, PLANNING, DESIGN AND MARKETING SERVICES, IN CONJUNCTION WITH THE LEESBURG ENERGY AND AEROSPACE PROGRAM; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.  

Commissioner Henderson moved to adopt the resolution and Commissioner Knowles seconded the motion. 

CM Evans introduced Mr. Jerry Bond, President of The Bond Organization.  He explained Mr. Bond has a brief presentation on moving forward with the Leesburg Energy and Aerospace Program located on the City of Leesburg property on County Road 470.  
Mr. Jerry Bond, President of The Bond Organization, 13811 Victor Ave, Hudson, Florida gave a power point presentation on  project management services, planning, design and marketing services in conjunction with the Leesburg Energy and Aerospace Program (LEAP). (attached)
Commissioner Knowles asked if a time frame has been set for progress.  Mr. Bond said the City already has the property and can utilize the property to accommodate the energy side.  
Commissioner Christian asked what type of energy companies are to be recruited.  Mr. Bond said there are a lot of small energy businesses popping up and the scope is to focus on energy.  
Commissioner Christian asked if a specific time line has been set.  He expressed concern with the previous consultant’s results.  He is concerned the City will pay $8,000 per month to a company who cannot guarantee progress.  
Commissioner Puckett asked can people be trained to make the incubator program successful. Mr. Bond said people can be trained. 
CM Evans stated Mr. Bond cannot guarantee or commit companies because they work at their own pace.  A specific time line would not be possible to determine. He recommended Mr. Bond based on his professional expertise and what he has already done for the City.
Commissioner Christian said the Commission heard the same thing last year about Mr. Barr.  He said he has nothing against Mr. Bond, but the Commission needs to be able to know what is going on and where things stand.  He requested a monthly report on the progress of the project.
Commissioner Henderson said every area needs new jobs. Adding new jobs in Leesburg is exciting.  Leesburg needs to give the school kids something to look forward to for jobs.  The City must start somewhere.

Mayor Polk said he appreciates what Mr. Bond has done so far for Leesburg, but is skeptical of Mr. Bond working for the City for four months for free.  He would like to see new jobs in Leesburg.  He is concerned Mr. Bond wants $8,000 a month and the amount was not included in the budget. He said he needs more time before he can vote to approve the contract and does not feel comfortable hiring Mr. Bond without getting to know him.
Mr. Bond said he had to get to know Leesburg prior to coming to the Commission.  He has been researching for four months to see if his concept is right for Leesburg.  He said he is willing to give the Commission more time to get to know him.  
Commissioner Knowles said jobs are a priority.  The City has a unique piece of property on County Road 470.  He said now is the time to move forward, but he agrees the decision should be tabled for two weeks.
Commissioner Christian said he is concerned about Leesburg and the need to be focused on jobs.  He said he is concerned if Mr. Bond is able to deliver energy jobs.  
Commissioner Puckett said this concept is new.  The Commission needs to think about the new ideas.  This concept is being built from scratch.  The City is made up mostly of retires and the City needs jobs that attract young people to Leesburg. He said the Commission should take a couple of weeks to decide.
Mayor Polk said he thinks the City Manager and Deputy City Manager have worked diligently to get this project started and do well for Leesburg.  He said he is hesitant on making a decision.  He needs to do research before he can approve spending $8,000 per month on a contract.  
Commissioner Puckett moved to table the resolution for two weeks and Commissioner Knowles seconded the motion.

DISCUSS BRIDGES AT VENETIAN GARDENS






Deputy Public Works Director (DPWD) Jimmy Feagle stated the City has seven bridges in Venetian Gardens.  Three of the bridges are in decent shape and need repairs.  Four of the bridges are in poor condition and need to be replaced.  He said the City researched replacement options.  The estimated cost of a concrete bridge is $200,000 to $250,000.  The estimated cost for an aluminum bridge is $150,000.  A culvert bridge cost is $20,000, but will eliminate boat traffic and will cause permitting issues.  
Commissioner Knowles asked what size culvert will be needed.  DPWD Feagle said the culvert size should be 10 to12 feet.  
Commissioner Puckett stated the existing bridges should be repaired.  The City does not have money for replacements.  PDWD Feagle said three can be revamped.  The other four will need to be replaced or closed.  CM Evans stated $85,000 is available in the budget for the bridges and $400,000 is available for capital improvements.

PDWD Feagle stated another option is a floating bridge. A floating bridge is a level platform placed on pontoons on top of the water secured by moorings. The cost for a floating bridge is $20,000.  A new wooden bridge will cost between $35,000 and $50,000.  The decking and upper material exposed to the sun will be a composite type material made of fiberglass and resin.  Many Cities use the composite materials because the material is maintenance free.  The composite comes in different grades.  The City should consider a good grade of composite and include a specific grade in the bid specs.   
Mayor Polk stated the composite material has a 30 year guarantee and the wood a 16 to 18 year guarantee.  
Commissioner Puckett suggested staff price out the repair of the three bridges with the wood and composite material and price out the replacement of the four bridges with wood and composite material.  He said staff should report back to the Commission for final approval.  
Commissioner Knowles moved to direct staff to come up with design-build specifications for four wood and composite bridges and specifications for repairing the three bridges with wood and composite for review by the Commission; and Commissioner Christian seconded the motion.
