Purchase request 44106 to Hewlett Packard Company for the purchase of computer network data storage hardware and support.
Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of the Information Technology (IT) Department’s purchase request 44106 to Hewlett Packard Company totaling $90,216.00.

Analysis:
The IT Department is requesting the purchase of new computer network data storage hardware and five years support.  This purchase will provide additional data storage on the City’s computer network.  There is currently 22 Terabytes (TB) of storage.  This purchase will include approximately 36 TBs of data storage.

The existing 22 TBs will be retained for a short period; however, the maintenance and support of the existing storage will be dropped.  The current Storage Area Network or SAN is approximately six years old.  The City currently pays $25,000 per year to HP for maintenance and support of this storage.  The $90,216.00 purchase price of the new storage includes five years maintenance and support by Hewlett Packard.
The City is using the State of Florida purchase agreement 250-040-08-1 for technology hardware.  The State makes this competitively bid purchase agreement to agencies and municipalities for the purchase of computer technology hardware.

The quoted pricing on this purchase is discounted more than the State of Florida contract.  The pricing provided by Hewlett Packard on this purchase expires at the end of their fiscal year or October 31, 2011.

Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends execution of Task Order No. 13 with Jones Edmunds & Associates, Inc., to provide municipal landfill compliance gas and groundwater monitoring for fiscal year 2012 for $47,800.00.
Analysis:
Jones Edmunds & Associates, Inc. is the Engineering firm the City has been using to perform compliance and monitoring services for the city of Leesburg Municipal Landfill, and the Closed Landfill.  The Florida Department of Environmental Protection (FDEP) requires the City to perform this compliance monitoring, and as a result, this is an ongoing annual cost to the City.

The scope of work is to perform compliance monitoring services for the City Municipal Landfill for the 2012 fiscal year.  Compliance monitoring will be performed according to the requirements of the FDEP Permit No. SF35-0124377-001 and the requirements of the revised Monitoring Plan Implementation Schedule (MPIS) (revised July 6, 2009).  According to FDEP guidelines, sampling and monitoring of closed landfill sites will be required on a long-term basis.

This scope of services is contracted under the City’s existing continuing services contract for engineering services.  The existing continuing services contract was approved by resolution 8316 on October 27, 2008.

Staff recommends execution of task order no. 14 with Jones Edmunds & Associates, Inc., to prepare the Florida Department of Environmental Protection (FDEP) permit renewal application for the City of Leesburg closed landfill for $24,800.00.

Analysis:
Jones Edmunds & Associates, Inc. is the engineering firm the City has used to perform compliance and monitoring services for the City of Leesburg Municipal Landfill and the Closed Landfill.  The FDEP requires the City to perform this compliance monitoring, and as a result, this is an ongoing annual cost to the City.

The scope of work is for Jones Edmunds & Associates, Inc. to prepare the appropriate forms and engineering reports for the FDEP permit renewal application, and to evaluate the landfill monitoring data to determine if it is appropriate to request that the FDEP reduce some of the monitoring requirements for the City of Leesburg Municipal Landfill.  The current FDEP Permit No. SF35-0124377-001 was issued on May 23, 2002 and expires May 21, 2012.

Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of the Alternative A&G Methodology Agreement, dated August 8, 2011 with Florida Power Corporation d/b/a/ Progress Energy Florida.

Analysis:
As a non-operating joint owner of the Crystal River Unit 3 nuclear electric generating unit located in Citrus County, Florida (CR3), Leesburg receives a pro-rata share of the generation output and is responsible for a pro-rata share of all operating costs.  The Alternative A&G Methodology Agreement provides for a methodology for the allocation of A&G expenses assignable to CR3.

On July 25, 2011 the Leesburg Commission authorized an Alternative A&G methodology Agreement dated May 17, 2011.  During the month of July 2011, Seminole Electric Cooperative, Inc. offered several wordsmith changes that were subsequently approved by staff representatives from the CR3 participants.

Staff Recommendation
Staff recommends approval of extending the moratorium on internet sweepstakes café-type businesses.
Analysis

Recent violent crimes associated with internet sweepstakes café-type businesses are on the rise due to the economy and the large amount of cash these businesses have on site as shown by the September 4, 2011 armed robbery of a Clermont internet café. In addition, gambling addictions are impacting our low income and senior citizens in the community as a result of internet sweepstakes café-type businesses. Therefore, staff recommends amending the internet sweepstakes café-type businesses regulations to better address these issues. Because staff needs additional time to research and prepare the necessary amendments to the internet sweepstakes café-type businesses regulations which will be heard by the Planning Commission on November 17, 2011 and the City Commission on November 28 and December 14, 2011; staff is requesting the referenced moratorium extension for ninety days.

RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA, EXTENDING THE MORATORIUM IMPOSED BY RESOLUTION 8847 ON THE ISSUANCE OF ANY CITY APPROVAL OF LAND USE CHANGE, BUSINESS TAX RECEIPT, BUILDING AND FIRE PERMIT, SITE PLAN OR OTHER AUTHORIZATION FOR ANY INTERNET SWEEPSTAKES/ REDEMPTION CAFÉ-TYPE OF BUSINESSES FOR A PERIOD OF NINETY DAYS OR UNTIL AMENDMENTS ARE DEVELOPED TO ADDRESS PROTECTION TO THE PUBLIC AND OTHER CRITERIA; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the City of Leesburg desires to promote business activity within the City; and
WHEREAS, the City of Leesburg is aware of recent violent crimes associated with internet sweepstakes café-type businesses as shown by September 4, 2011 armed robbery of a Clermont internet café and, 
WHEREAS, the City of Leesburg is committed to promoting healthy family oriented business activity within the City; and
WHEREAS, the City of Leesburg is concerned that internet sweepstakes café-type businesses have been documented by the Florida Council on Compulsive Gambling to create gambling problems for the public that are losing control and losing significant amounts of money as demonstrated though statistics showing that patrons are 19% retired, 25% were either unemployed or disabled, 35% had committed illegal acts to finance their gambling, 92% were suffering from depression and 18% had serious suicidal indications, and 35% were older adults 55 years of age or older; and
WHEREAS, the City Commission desires to amend its internet sweepstakes café-type business regulations to protect the public from the problems associated with gambling and violent crimes and,
WHEREAS, the City Commission realizes that staff will need time to research and prepare the necessary amendments to the internet sweepstakes café-type business regulations.,
WHEREAS, a continuation of the temporary moratorium is required to preserve the status quo while the City develops and implements regulations pertaining to such activities, minimizing the potential negative impacts and secondary effects on abutting properties, property values, community and neighborhood preservation, and possible harm to the City’s economic and redevelopment activities; and to prevent the possible creation of nuisance properties, increased crime, or other significant and adverse effects on the public health, safety, morals and welfare of the citizens of the City of Leesburg, and,
WHEREAS, based on the foregoing, the City Commission has determined that the problems giving rise to the need for the temporary moratorium continue to exist and that reasonable progress is being made in carrying out a specific and prompt plan of corrective action and that additional time is needed to adequately address the issues,

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA:

THAT the City Commission hereby adopts an extension of the moratorium until February 9, 2012 on any authorization or approval for new internet sweepstakes café-type businesses for a period of an additional ninety days, or until amendments to address protection of the public and other criteria are developed by staff for consideration of the City Commission, whichever is greater. City staff is directed to continue formulating such new regulations as expeditiously as possible, and within the ninety days provided herein if possible.
