The Planning Commission of the City of Leesburg held its regular meeting Thursday, May 4, 2006, in the Commission Chambers at City Hall.  Chairperson Micham called the meeting to order at 3:30 p.m.  The follow​ing Commission members were present:

Commissioner Agnes Berry and Larry Taylor were absent. City staff present included, Senior Planner Julie Bruck, Bill Wiley, Planning Manager and Attorney Mark A. Brionez in the absence of Fred Morrison, City Attorney.
The meeting opened with an invocation given by Commissioner Jo Ann Heim and the Pledge of Alle​giance to the Flag.

MINUTES OF PLANNING & ZONING COMMISSION MEETING – APRIL 20, 2006
Commissioner Roland Stults moved to APPROVE the minutes as tran​scribed.  Commis​sioner Chryle Lowery seconded the motion, which PASSED by a unanimous voice vote of 5 to 0.
Mr. Wiley informed the audience of the rules of participation and the need to sign the speaker’s registry.

Debra Galloway, Administrative Assistant II swore in staff, Julie Bruck and Bill Wiley.
OLD BUSINESS:

Marc Micham, Chairman read into the record cases to continue until the June 22, 2006 meeting. Commissioner Chryle Lowery made a motion to APPROVE the continuances.  Commissioner Jo Ann Heim SECONDED the motion, which PASSED by a unanimous voice vote of 5 to 0.  Chairman Micham also read into the record cases to continue to the May 18, 2006 meeting.  Commissioner Jo Ann Heim made a motion to APPROVE the continuances.  Commissioner Roland Stults SECONDED the motion, which PASSED by a unanimous voice vote of 5 to 0.

Chairman Micham also read into the record public hearing case #093-2-081805 to be continued.  Bill Wiley, Planning Manager requested from the Board the case to be heard and not continued due to the fact the applicant was given adequate notice and time to prepare for the hearing.  Commissioner Jo Ann Heim made a motion to DENY the continuance as recommended by staff.  Commissioner Clell Coleman SECONDED the motion, which was voted upon and PASSED 4 to 1.  Commissioner Chryle Lowery voted NAY.
Commissioner Clell Coleman made a motion to APPROVE the continuances.  Commissioner Roland Stults SECONDED the motion, which PASSED by a unanimous voice vote of 5 to 0.
Bill Wiley, Planning Manger requested to have item #6 (093-2-081805 C & D Thin Pavers & Copying) to be heard first due to the fact the applicant was cited for not being in compliance with the Conditional Use Permit.  Commissioner Chryle Lowery made a motion to have case #093-2-081805 moved as the first item on the agenda for discussion.  Commissioner Roland Stults SECONDED the motion, which PASSED unanimously 5 to 0.

PUBLIC HEARING CASE #093-2-081805 – RICHARD AND JENNY COHEN – C & D THIN PAVERS & COPING

STAFF REQUEST REVIEW OF PROPOSED VIOLATIONS OF THE CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT FOR C & D THIN PAVERS & COPING TO ALLOW CONCRETE PRODUCT MANUFACTURING/HEAVY INDUSTRIAL IN AN M-1 (INDUSTRIAL) DISTRICT, FOR PROPERTY LOCATED AT 2009 TALLY ROAD GENERALLY AT THE CORNER OF THE INTERSECTION OF TALLY ROAD AND TALLY BOX ROAD, AS LEGAL​LY DESCRIB​ED.  SEC. 15, TWP. 19S, RGE. 24E. (APPLICANT REQUEST CONTINUANCE TO THE MAY 18, 2006 MEETING)

Mr. Wiley presented staff's case to the Conditional Use Permit violation.  He presented Exhibit A, which in​cluded the application, general location map, staff summary, departmental review summary, staff recommendations, legal description, aerial photos, surrounding land use maps and property photos. 
Julie Bruck, Senior Planner presented the overhead visuals including the general location map, aerial photograph, surrounding zoning map, flood zone and wetlands map, photographs and conceptual site plan.

Mr. Wiley summarized the Conditional Use Permit with the following information:
· Noise

· Applicant was in agreement with the provisions made during the initial process of the CUP

· Numerous complaints received during the hours of operation

· Applicant served with a “Notice to Appear” with legal representation
Mr. Wiley then stated staff wishes to amend the Conditional Use Permit by outlining the violations of the CUP.  He stated the applicant was operating without an occupational license.

Barbara Barry, resident sworn in by Debra Galloway spoke in favor of staff’s recommendation to amend the Conditional Use Permit.  She addressed the Board by stating the community was very dissatisfied with the applicant’s hours of operation and the noise level in the community.

Mr. Wiley informed the Board a letter received from the applicant’s attorney, Bruce Duncan, which he reviewed and summarized.  Mr. Wiley stated staff was in agreement with the applicant voluntarily shutting down the business until they come into compliance with the CUP.  He then stated staff recommendations are to amend the Conditional Use Permit as follows:
· Restrict hours of operation (7 a.m. – 5: 00 p.m.)

· Noise study be conducted

· Vibration and air quality study

· Obtain occupational license

Mr. Wiley informed the Board the air quality study conducted in 30-days and he also stated if the applicant did not comply with the amended Conditional Use Permit, the applicant must appear before the Code Enforcement Special Magistrate and given the maximum penalty amount.
Commissioner Chryle Lowery made a motion to REVOKE the Conditional Use Permit.  The motion FAILED for lack of a second.  Commissioner Clell Coleman made a motion to APPROVE staff recommendations to amend the applicant’s Conditional Use Permit as presented.  Commissioner Jo Ann Heim SECONDED the motion, which was voted on and PASSED 4 to 1.  Commissioner Chryle Lowery voted NAY.
