Subject:	Resolution authorizing executing an agreement with Pospiech Contracting, Inc. for construction services  for the Venetian Gardens Stormwater project


Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of the resolution authorizing an agreement with Pospiech Contracting, Inc. for $32,000.00.

Analysis:
The purpose of this project is to contract with a qualified firm to provide construction services for improvements to the stormwater runoff into Lake Griffin.  This project will reduce the amount of solids that are allowed to reach the lake.

The contractor will install new drainage pipes to re-route flow from a downtown Leesburg drainage basin to a new stormwater treatment structure.  The stormwater treatment structure will be located on City owned property.  Discharge from the structure will be directed through a new manhole and pipes to the Venetian Gardens canals.  The stormwater treatment structure is a second generation baffle box that will be delivered to the site and placed in position by the manufacturer.

Work on this grant funded project must be completed by September 15, 2008.  The purchasing division placed this project on an expedited bid process.  Invitation to Bid (ITB) 80361 was issued on June 30, 2008.  The ITB was sent directly to seven  contractors capable of providing this service.  On July 14, 2008 the Purchasing Division received two responses to the ITB.  The responding contractors and their prices for the project are listed below.

The total amount of this project is $195,610, to date, $132,521 (not including purchase requisition 39784 included on this agenda) has been spent.  These expenses include $63,621 for engineering services and $68,900 for construction services and materials.  Total project funding is as follows:  City of Leesburg $79,000; Federal Environmental Protection Agency grants $72,366; and the Saint Johns River Water Management District $44,244.

Subject:	Resolution authorizing Change Order 2 with Hewitt Contracting Company, Inc. for the Runway 13/31 Extension Project at Leesburg International Airport 


Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of Change Order 2 with Hewitt Contracting Company, Inc.

Analysis:
Hewitt Contracting Company, Inc. has a contract with the City of Leesburg to construct Phase I of the Runway 13/31 Extension Project.  Phase I includes the addition of 300 feet of runway, a run-up area and a 500 feet wide by 1,000 feet long that includes an overrun safety area at the end of runway 13.  The cost of the original contract with Change Order 1 is $2,487,583.73.

While the run-up area was being constructed, a significant amount of clay (4,241 cubic yards) was found.  The clay had to be removed and the area was then back-filled with acceptable dirt or limerock to stabilize it.  If the clay was not removed subsurface shifting could occur, causing the run-up area to sink in one or more places.  If this were to happen in the future, it would result in costly repairs that would not be covered by grant funding.  The excavated clay was transported from the site, and the area was treated with lime to stabilize the soil and prevent erosion during periods of heavy rain until it can be seeded.  

This change order also includes the work needed to relocate the perimeter fence near the Weir Condo Hangars.  This was required to provide adequate turning radius for aircraft with a wing span of 100 feet or more.  Three-hundred eighty (380) feet of fence was relocated and the bank adjacent to the fence was cut back in order to ensure that the wing height clearance was also acceptable. 

The total cost for this additional work is $93,388.51 and is broken down as follows:
1. Additional clay excavation -		$42,410.00
2. Stockpiling	 - 				$13,571.20
3. Lime treat safety area -			$33,360.00
4. Relocate fence - 				$  4,047.31

Fiscal Impact:  
The Total of Change Order 2 is $93,388.51.  Funding for this project is included in the Airport budget as part of the Capital Projects Fund.  The original project budget was $3,034,004.00.  FAA has approved an additional 15% overrun, bringing the total project budget to $3,489,105.00.  Grant funding of $88,719.08.00 from FAA (95%) and FDOT $2,334.72 (2.5%) has been approved for this work.  The City’s cost will be $2,334.72 (2.5%).

Subject:	Resolution authorizing Amendment Number 1 to Coquina Coast Memorandum of Agreement


Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of Amendment Number 1 to Coquina Coast Memorandum of Agreement which adds one supplier, two ex officio members and reduces the City’s costs slightly.

Analysis: 
On June 9, 2008, the City Commission approved the Memorandum of Agreement for the Coquina Coast Saltwater Desalination Facility Alternative Water Supply Project.  Since that time, one additional supplier and two additional ex officio members have requested to be included.  The Memorandum of Agreement anticipated such circumstances and allows for Amendments to accommodate additional members.  This Amendment incorporates the additional participants, recalculates the suppliers’ cost shares and contains other minor technical revisions.

Fiscal Impact:  
The addition of these members slightly decreases the City’s total cost share in the amount of $32,406.00 over the life of the Agreement. Subject:	Resolution authorizing an Interlocal Agreement with Lake County Community Services Department, Housing Services & Community Development


Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends the City Commission approve the inter-local agreement with Lake County for home buying services.

Analysis:
The City of Leesburg has been operating a First-Time Homebuyer’s program since 2002.  The City of Leesburg formed a partnership with Lake County to help potential homebuyers complete down-payment assistance applications, for the purpose of purchasing a single-family home, condominium, or townhome.  

Lake County is now instituting a new Homebuying Program and each partnering agency such as Habitat for Humanity, Affordable Housing by Lake, Homes in Partnership, and the City of Leesburg, has been asked to endorse the new program services.  Staff agrees with Lake County’s new program service and the mandates that all applicants will be prescreened before attending homebuying classes to ensure applicants are mortgage ready.  The partnering agencies will also be responsible for providing additional services.  Staff has formed a partnership with the University of Florida and the Lake County Extension Center to provide Home Maintenance classes.

The Homebuying Services that will be provided, based on the interlocal agreement are as follows:
1. Homebuying Education Workshops
2. Prescreening Potential Applicants
3. Preparing & Submitting Down-Payment Assistance Applications (S.H.I.P.)

Benefit of the Agreement:
1. Lake County pays the City of Leesburg $1,000 for each successful closing.
2. Staff estimates three closings per month, which will generate $3,000 in revenue to the City.




Options:
1.  Approve the interlocal agreement with Lake County for Homebuying Services, or
2.  Such alternative action as the Commission may deem appropriate 

Fiscal Impact:  
Additional revenue from this activity is projected to be $36,000.00 per year.  Approximately $400 per year will be used to provide workshop materials for applicants.

Subject:	Resolution authorizing a Professional Service Agreement with Spring Lake Cove L.L.L.P. a Florida Limited Liability Company to provide gas service to Spring Lake Cove



Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of a Professional Service Agreement with Spring Lake Cove L.L.L.P., a Florida Limited Liability Company, to provide natural gas service to Spring Lake Cove.

Analysis:
Section 22-248 of the Code of Ordinances requires that onsite main extensions and services shall be paid for by the developer. Spring Lake Cove L.L.L.P., a Florida Limited Liability Company, is building apartments known as Spring Lake Cove, located on Spring Lake Rd. in Fruitland Park.  Ninety-six of the planned 96 units in Phase 1 of the Development will have natural gas water heaters and furnaces.  In accordance with the above referenced ordinance, the developer will place $44,000 in escrow,  which will be used to fund the onsite gas installation project in its entirety.  The City of Leesburg will fund the 200 foot main extension required to reach the development.  This extension is estimated to cost $2,000 with a three month recovery of investment.

Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of the resolution authorizing an agreement with Advantica, Inc. for $44,960.00.

Analysis:
This software will be used by the Electric Department for electric power distribution system design and troubleshooting.  This software solution will extract, transform and load facilities data from ESRI ArcGIS to the SynerGEE Electric MiddleLink data format. As such, the scope of work described within this proposal will focus around the standard DataPrep/MiddleLink integration approach that Advantica has implemented successfully.

This software is being purchased as a sole source as it was previously implemented and used by the Electric Department.  When the Electric Department, and City, migrated from the AutoCAD based design system to the ESRI ArcGIS system, the Advantica software would no longer work.  The Advantica software at that time worked only with AutoCAD and could not be integrated with the ESRI based system.  Advantica has since resolved the integration issues and is now ready to re-implement the software with the existing ESRI based design software.

THAT any employee, currently eligible to retire under the City’s retirement plans, who elects to provide the City with notice of his or her intention to retire, which notice must be provided to Human Resources no later than 12:00 Noon on July 17, 2008, and whose last day of service (date of retirement) is on or before July 31, 2008, shall have the privilege of remaining in the City’s group health plan after retiring and the premiums for such insurance shall be paid by the City, up to a maximum monthly cost of $400, based on the following schedule:

Age 58, with 15 years of continuous service
Age 57, with 17 years of continuous service
Age 56, with 19 years of continuous service
Age 55, with 21 years of continuous service
Age 54, with 23 years of continuous service
Age 53, with 25 years of continuous service
Age 52, with 27 years of continuous service
Age 51, with 29 years of continuous service
Age 50, with 30 years of continuous service
If the employee has the years of service set forth above, but has not reached the age set forth above (thus they are not eligible for the City to pay the premium) and the employee pays the prevailing monthly premium for him or herself until the age set forth in this schedule, upon attaining that age the City will assume the cost, again limited to a maximum monthly cost of $400, from then on.

THAT the payment of premiums for dependent coverage remain the responsibility of the employee and similarly all other provisions of the City’s policy as established in Resolution No 4152, as subsequently amended, remain in full force and effect, including the fact that should the employee become subsequently employed and eligible for group insurance with another employer, the coverage with the City’s group plan shall be terminated permanently.

Staff Recommendation
The Planning staff and Planning Commission recommend approval of the proposed small-scale comprehensive plan amendment to the City’s adopted Growth Management Plan. 

Analysis
The project site is approximately .50 acre. The property is generally east of Beecher Street and north of Bradford Avenue. The project site is ten (10) or less acres and is, therefore, considered a small-scale comprehensive land use plan amendment. The City will notify the Florida Department of Community Affairs of the plan amendment and the Department will review the project site area to confirm that it is ten (10) acres or less. At that time, the Department will determine that it is a local issue and not subject to Department review. 

Currently, the property is a closed day care for the adjacent church, and the proposed use is an office complex to conduct business related activities for the West Leesburg CDC. The surrounding County Future Land Use Map designation is City Low Density Residential to the north, south and east, and City Public to the west.  The existing Future Land Use Map designation for the subject property is City Low Density Residential. The proposed Future Land Use designation of Institutional is consistent with the City’s adopted Growth Management Plan and would allow development of the property West Leesburg CDC uses. 

The Planning Commission held a public hearing on the application on June 5, 2008 and by a vote of 6 to 0, recommended approval.

Subject:	Ordinance amending Ordinance No. 02-74 pertaining to Telecommunications Services, removing reference to “dial-up internet service”	


Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends adoption of the amendment to remove “dial-up Internet service” from the existing ordinance.

Analysis:
Ordinance 02-74 created a new Chapter 22, Article V, Division 7 of the Code of Ordinances entitled “Telecommunications Services” to provide for the approval of rates to be charged by the City for internet fees and other telecommunications services provided by the City’s Communications Utility. The ordinance includes reference to “dial-up Internet service”.  Staff recommends removing dial-up internet service from our list of ‘Telecommunications Services’ provided by the utility. The customer base for dial-up Internet service provided by the City has diminished during the past four years from a high of approximately 500 customers to less than 175 customers. Technology enhancements, including heavy use of graphics by virtually all web sites, have pushed most users to rely on broadband internet service rather than dial up. There are several private dial up internet providers who offer both service and support for this product, and several advertise at prices lower than the City’s. The difficulty in providing support to our dial up customers has become apparent in the last six months. It has put additional burden on our customer service and IT departments to provide back up support to our supplier, Atlantic.net. Staff recommends terminating the service as of 10/1/2008. Customers will be notified 60 days in advance, and again 30 days in advance of this change. This should leave our customers sufficient time to find and compare various providers’ dial up solutions.

Fiscal Impact:  
The City currently realizes annual revenue of approximately $23,310.00 [the revenue number changes monthly as customers drop or add service]. The City pays Atlantic.net 78% of revenue to provide service and telephone support, leaving the City with an annual net of $5,310.00. However, the additional cost to our customer service and IT departments to provide additional back up telephone support makes the actual net to the City considerably smaller.

Legal Description of Lots to be vacated:
Lots 21, 22, 23, 24, 25, 26, and 27 of Majestic Oaks Shores Subdivision, a partial replat of Jamestowne, Plat Book 37, Pages 50 & 51, and a Subdivision in the City of Leesburg, in Section 24, Township 19 South, range 24 East, Lake County Florida.

Section 2.
 
            The City Commission specifically reserves in perpetuity, for the use and benefit of the City of Leesburg, utility easements for any areas where there are utility lines (above ground or underground) now in existence on the property, as well as utility easements over and across any and all roads, streets and alleys otherwise vacated by this Ordinance.

This ordinance shall become effective upon its passage and adoption according to law.

Subject:	Resolution authorizing the City Manager to execute and submit the Certification of Taxable Value for Fiscal Year 2008-09 to the Lake County Property Appraiser.


Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends authorizing the City Manager to execute and submit the Certification of Taxable Value for Fiscal Year 2008-09 to the Lake County Property Appraiser, establishing the proposed operating millage rate at 4.3179 mills

Analysis:
In an effort to facilitate taxpayer relief, the citizens of Florida on January 29, 2008, approved Amendment 1 providing for reduction in property taxes levied by various governmental entities including municipal governments.  Relief was primarily granted by placing restrictions on the ability of local governments to increase the millage rate and by granting a $25,000 increase in the Homestead Exemption for certain properties.  

In the 2008-09 tax year, a municipality may levy a maximum millage rate determined as follows:

(a) The maximum millage rate that may be levied shall be the rolled back rate calculated pursuant to s. 200.065 and adjusted for growth in per capita Florida personal income, except that ad valorem tax revenue levied in the 2007-08 fiscal year shall be reduced by any tax revenue resulting from a millage rate approved by a super majority vote of the governing board of the taxing authority in excess of the maximum rate that could have been levied by a majority vote.  This year’s proposed operating millage rate of 4.3179 mills takes into consideration this reduction.  Last year by a supermajority vote the City of Leesburg approved an operating millage rate of 4.31 mills.

(b) A rate of not more than 110 percent of the rate in paragraph (a) may be levied if approved by a two-thirds vote of the governing body.

(c) A rate in excess of the millage rate allowed in paragraph (b) may be levied if approved by a unanimous vote of the governing body or by a three-fourths vote if the governing body has nine or more members or if approved by a referendum of the voters.

A municipality that is in violation of this section shall forfeit the distribution of the local government half-cent sales tax revenues during the 12 months following a determination of non-compliance by the Department of Revenue subject to the conditions provided in ss. 200.065 and 218.63.  The Department of Revenue has reviewed and approved the forms and all calculations provided to you by your Finance Staff.

The City of Leesburg has three options available for adoption:

1. By a majority vote the Commission may adopt a maximum millage rate equal to the current year rolled back rate adjusted by compound annual growth factors of 4.3179 mills or $6,646,067
2. By a two-thirds vote of the governing body the Commission may adopt a maximum millage rate up to 5.0727 mills or $7,807,847
3. By unanimous vote a rate greater than 5.0727 mills but not to exceed nine (9) mills

Under State Law, the Commission is required to notify the property appraiser of a proposed millage rate before completion of the budget process. This proposed rate may be reduced, but may not be increased with subsequent action by the Commission. 

The attached forms must be filed with Lake County no later than Friday, August 4, 2008. By signature of the City Manager, the City will notify the property appraiser of the following: 

· The Certification of Taxable Value reflecting the majority vote maximum millage rate allowed of 4.3179 mills per $1,000 for 2008-09
· The Tax Increment Adjustment Worksheet for the Greater Leesburg, Carver Heights and Highway 27/441 CRA’s for  2008-09
· The Municipality Maximum Millage Levy Calculation Preliminary Disclosure reflecting the calculation for the current year proposed operating millage rate of 4.3179.

The public hearing to consider the current year proposed operating millage rate and tentative budgets is scheduled for Thursday, September 11, 2008 at 5:05 p.m. in the Commission Room.

The draft budget to be submitted to the commission currently reflects the proposed operating millage rate of 4.3179 mills.  In order to allow for margin and the possibility of deficient collections, the City budgets Ad Valorem Revenues at 95% of the expected collections of $6,646,067 or $6,313,764.


Options:
1.  Authorize the City Manager to execute and submit the Certification of Taxable Value, reflecting the proposed operating millage rate of 4.3179 mills per $1,000, the Tax Increment Adjustment Worksheet and the Municipality Maximum Millage Levy Calculation Preliminary Disclosure for Fiscal Year 2008-09 to the Lake County Property Appraiser; or
2.  Such alternative action as the Commission may deem appropriate

Analysis:
The Library is experiencing an acute manpower shortage due to attrition over the last two months and our reluctance to fill vacant positions prior to budget deliberations.  Unfortunately, we do not have the luxury of waiting until the budget document is distributed and workshops begin.  Our employees are suffering under the workload and we could lose even more if we do not provide them some relief.

I will be prepared to brief the Commission on where we are with budget development, and how we are likely to close the gap between revenues and expenditures.  Barbara Morse will be prepared to discuss her report and answer any questions.

A formal resolution of the Commission is not necessary.   A majority vote will provide sufficient direction to the City Manager.

Fiscal Impact:
