ADOPTED RESOLUTION 8673 ACCEPTING SUNTRUST BANK'S PROPOSAL TO PURCHASE THE CITY'S NOT TO EXCEED $8.0 MILLION UTILITY SYSTEM REVENUE REFUNDING NOTE, SERIES 2010 TO REFINANCE THE CITY'S OUTSTANDING SEPARATE UTILITY SYSTEM REVENUE BOND SUBSTITUTE ANTICIPATION NOTE (PLANTATION ACQUISITION PROJECT), SERIES 2006____
Commissioner Christian introduced the resolution to be read by title only. CC Richardson read the resolution by title only, as follows:

A resolution of the city of Leesburg, Florida accepting the proposal of SunTrust bank to purchase the city’s not to exceed $8.0 million Utility System Revenue Refunding Note, Series 2010 to refinance the city’s outstanding Separate Utility System Revenue Bond Substitute Anticipation Note (Plantation Acquisition Project), Series 2006; authorizing the execution and delivery of a loan agreement with said bank to secure the repayment of said loan; providing for the payment of such note from the net revenues of the City’s Gas, Sewer and Water Systems and Water and Sewer Capacity charges on parity with certain outstanding utility debt of the city, all as provided in the loan agreement; authorizing the proper officials of the city to do any other additional things deemed necessary or advisable in connection with the execution of the loan agreement, the note, and the security therefor; authorizing the execution and delivery of other documents in connection with said loan; designating the note as “bank qualified;” providing for severability; and providing an effective date.

Commissioner Christian moved to adopt the resolution and Commissioner Henderson seconded the motion. 

Commissioner Henderson asked how the refinancing will benefit Leesburg.  Finance Director (FD) Jerry Boop explained the City is holding an $8 million dollars note at 4.5% interest maturing October 1, 2012.  If the note is not refinanced the City must pay $8 million on October 1, 2012.  The market is favorable for refinancing.  The City negotiated with SunTrust to reduce the rate to 3.85% with the ability to prepay 15% of the note.  The City will continue to repay $360,000 in interest payments for the first three years to reduce the length of the loan.  In 2014, the repayment will be between $316,000 and $826, 000.  This will save millions in interest cost.  The market is un-predictable.
Commissioner Henderson asked if the debt service goes up, can the City do additional negotiating.  FD Boop replied when the debt service goes up we can possibly re-negotiate. The expansion of the revenues should take care of the debt service.

ADOPTED ORDINANCE 10-49 AMENDING §25 - 474 OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES PERTAINING TO INSTALLATION OF THE ELECTRICAL DISTRIBUTION SYSTEM IN SUBDIVISIONS AND NEW DEVELOPMENTS; PROVIDING FOR AN EXTENSION OF THE CURRENT FOUR YEAR DEADLINE TO OBTAIN REIMBURSEMENTS IF THE DEVELOPER PAYS UP FRONT FOR THE COST OF INSTALLING THE INFRASTRUCTURE; LIMITING THE BENEFITS OF THE EXTENSIONS HEREIN CREATED TO THOSE DEVELOPMENTS IN WHICH THE CURRENT DEADLINE WILL EXPIRE ON OR BEFORE DECEMBER 31, 2011

CC Richardson read the ordinance, as follows:

An ordinance of the City of Leesburg, Florida, amending §25 – 474 of the Code of Ordinances pertaining to Installation of the electrical distribution system in subdivisions and new developments; providing for an extension of the current four year deadline to obtain reimbursements for the difference in cost between overhead and underground service if the developer pays up front for the cost of installing the infrastructure; providing for an extension of the current four year deadline for the city to draw down on any bond, cash deposit, or letter of credit placed with the city as assurance of future payment where the developer does not pay the cost of installing the infrastructure up front; limiting the benefits of the extensions herein created to those developments in which the current deadline will expire on or before December 31, 2011; repealing conflicting ordinances; providing a savings clause; and providing an effective date

Commissioner Henderson introduced the ordinance to be read by title only.  CC Richardson read the ordinance, as follows:

An ordinance of the City of Leesburg, Florida, amending the City of Leesburg Municipal Firemen’s Retirement Plan by amending Section 1.1, “Definitions,” specifically “Average Monthly Compensation,” “Employee,” and “Firefighter;” providing that invalidity of any portion hereof shall not affect the remaining portions of this ordinance; providing for severability; and providing for a retroactive effective date.

An ordinance of the City of Leesburg, Florida, rezoning approximately two acres generally located on the North side of W. Main Street, West of Lone Oak Drive, adjacent to Seminole Drive, lying in Section 27, Township 19 South, Range 24 East, Lake County, Florida, from City C-1 (Neighborhood Commercial) to City spud (Small Planned Unit Development) subject to conditions contained in Exhibit A; and providing an effective date. (Big Boys Toys)

ADOPTED RESOLUTION 8674 AUTHORIZING STAFF TO MOVE FORWARD WITH THE SHARED SERVICES EMPLOYEE HEALTH CLINIC CONCEPT INCLUDING NEGOTIATION OF A CONTRACT WITH CAREHERE, LLC TO PROVIDE MANAGEMENT SERVICES OF THE CLINIC, NEGOTIATION OF A SHARED SERVICES AGREEMENT WITH THE CITIES OF MOUNT DORA, TAVARES AND EUSTIS, AND ALLOCATION OF FUNDS FOR START-UP AND ON-GOING EXPENSES ASSOCIATED WITH THE CLINIC






Commissioner Christian introduced the resolution to be read by title only. CC Richardson read the resolution by title only, as follows:

A resolution of the City Commission of the City of Leesburg, Florida, authorizing staff to move forward with the shared services employee health clinic concept including negotiation of a contract with Carehere, LLC to provide management services of the clinic, negotiation of a shared services agreement with the Cities of Mount Dora, Tavares, and Eustis, and allocation of funds for start-up and on-going expenses associated with the clinic; and providing an effective date.  

Commissioner Christian moved to adopt the resolution and Commissioner Henderson seconded the motion. 

Risk Manager (RM) Dann Herring gave a presentation on the proposed On-Site Employee Health Clinic and a contract with Carehere, LLC to provide management services. (Attached)
Commissioner Henderson asked if additional parking spaces can be added.  Mayor Pro-Tem Polk explained St. Johns Water Management (SJWM) requires a special permit process for buildings over a certain square footage.  CA Morrison said a smaller facility does not require a special permit from SJWM.
Commissioner Christian stated the clinic must be convenient for the employees and a friendly trusting atmosphere. Ray Tommelson, Crown Consulting Group/Carehere explained doctors within the local community will be recruited.  Employees can make appointments online or by telephone.

3.  CM Evans - stated the first Budget workshop will begin on July 19, 2010.  Commissioner Henderson stated she will not be available on July 22, 2010.  Mayor Pro-Tem Polk stated he will not be available on July 27, 2010.  
Commissioner Christian requested the July 27 and August 2 meetings be changed and July 22 be cancelled.  Items from July 22 are to be split between July 19 and August 3.  CM Evans stated a new budget calendar will be prepared.
4.  CM Evans explained he has been in contact with the University of South Florida (USF) about a possible incubator project on the CR 470 property about the electric Smart Grid program technologies.  USF currently has a PCU EVU Power Center for Utility Explorer Center which is dedicated to smart grid.  
ROLL CALL:

Commissioner Christian – thanked all Citizens of Leesburg for qualifying him for District Two Seat Two.   He stated that the candidate qualifications are very vague and asked the City Attorney to research adding specific qualification requirements. CA Morrison said changing qualification requirements may require a referendum.    
Commissioner Henderson asked about checking the proof of residency requirements. CA Morrison replied the City must rely on the signed affidavit by the qualifier.  Only another candidate can challenge the affidavit.  
Commissioner Henderson – reported the “Red” Road (CR 468) is no-longer red.  The road has been resurfaced. The intersection at Highway 27 and State Road 44 has moved up in importance.  
She announced many Community Colleges will now be offering a four year degree.
Mayor Pro-Tem Polk – suggested the Lakefront TV be utilized for additional coverage of the Smart Grid program to better educate the public.  He announced he qualified for Commission seat at large Seat Four and will be running against two other candidates.
Commissioner Henderson moved to adjourn and Commissioner Christian seconded the motion.   The meeting adjourned at 7:39 p.m.
