CITY ATTORNEY ITEMS:  
CA Morrison referenced the discussion with the Commission whether to settle the Litigation or to spend additional money pursuing Mr. Fisher for the attorney fees.  He stated Mr. Fisher filed bankruptcy last week.  He said the Commission made a prescient decision on the case, because the charges would have been discharged.  
CITY MANAGER ITEMS: 

1. CM Evans – Update on furniture country roof – Deputy Public Works Director (DPWD) Jimmy Feagle explained the project should be complete in two to three weeks.  
Commissioner Puckett asked if new air conditioner units will be installed.  DPWD Feagle replied the existing units were taken down and reinstalled.   

Commissioner Henderson asked if the Center for the Arts roof will be next for replacement.  DPWD Feagle said the City received the specifications for the roof this week and the bid will go out by the end of next week.  

Commissioner Puckett asked if the Center for the Arts roof will be insulated.  DPWD Feagle said the roof will be insulated and a new pitch is being designed because the current roof is flat.  
Commissioner Christian asked if the City is currently installing the air conditioner at the Boy Scout Building.  He made it clear that the motion to approve the Center for the Arts Building roof is contingent on the Boy Scout Building air conditioning unit being installed with both items to be done concurrently.  Commissioner Puckett said The Partnership assures the air conditioning units are in the process of being replaced.  

Commissioner Christian asked if the City can work with the Center for the Arts on the outstanding balance listed on the Miscellaneous Accounts Receivable Customers with City Attorney or the City needs to wipe the debt clear.  CM Evans said he plans to continue to work with the Center for the Arts to pay off the balance.   

Commissioner Christian asked what the City is planning to do about a possible reduction of rent on Furniture Country.  CM Evans said he has not had any correspondence lately on the topic.
CA Morrison stated he received a brief email last week from Bob Williams, Attorney for Furniture Country explaining their distress.  

CM Evans clarified the discussion stating Furniture Country had difficulty interpreting the lease as to paying the taxes.  Furniture Country returned to the City and asked for concessions on their rent.  The City has not negotiated at this time.  

2.
CM Evans - said one of the City Fire Fighters who was laid off was picked up by the Gas Department as a Utility Locator.  The two Electric Department, two Environmental Services, and one Gas Department Utility Locators have all been moved to the Gas Department. This will allow joint locating and make the City more efficient.

3. CM Evans – said Waste Management has increased their employment numbers from the beginning number of 65 employees to 85 employees.  
ROLL CALL:

Commissioner Polk – asked if the hedge at the airport sign can be trimmed.  CM Evans said staff will take care of the trimming. 
Commissioner Christian – said the Florida League of Cities Conference had great sessions.  He said he in the process of obtaining a copy of the CD from the pension workshop for the City Manager.  He said Pension is a hot topic.  Another great session was the Cultural Diversity session by Glenda Hood.  He said Cities all over the State are getting creative on Cultural Diversity.  
Commissioner Puckett – said he is receiving a lot of calls on signs.  There are too many political signs in the City right-a-way. CC Richardson said signs are allowed behind the sidewalk or behind the power poles of which both are approximately 15 feet from the roadway.   CM Evans said today the City did a sign sweep of snipe signs, but did not touch campaign signs.   
Commissioner Henderson - none
Mayor Knowles – said he attended the Grand Opening of AFNI yesterday.  AFNI is a new employer in the City, who hired 75 people this week.  They are on pace to employ a total of 200 people.  
Commissioner Puckett moved to adjourn and Commissioner Christian seconded the motion.   The meeting adjourned at 6:20 p.m.
