USE OF STUDY ROOMS 



Four (4) study rooms are located on the 2nd floor of the Library. 
The McLin Room will accommodate four individuals; the Washburn, Coleman and Hanf-Jones Rooms will each accommodate two individuals.  The study rooms are provided for quiet study by individuals and small groups.  They may not be used for buying, selling, advertising, or trading products or services for cash or other considerations.  A paid tutor may use an unoccupied study room for educational purposes; the paid tutor may be asked to leave the room if it is needed by a priority user.  Tutors may reserve a study room for not more than one session (24-hours in advance). 

Use by Volunteer Tutors 

	Priority will be given to use of study rooms by volunteer tutors with the Lake County Family Literacy Program as needed for working with their students.  Study rooms may be reserved in advance for this purpose.  

Use by Lake County Library Card Holders 

	Individuals may request to use one of the study rooms for a period of one hour on a first-come, first-served basis.  If no one else is waiting for a study room at the end of an hour, the time may be extended at the discretion of the librarian. 
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
