(WALLING WEST) --  AND --  SECOND READING OF AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE COMPREHENSIVE PLAN CHANGING THE FUTURE LAND USE MAP DESIGNATION OF APPROXIMATELY 9.8 ACRES NORTH OF BENTON STREET, WEST OF U.S. HIGHWAY 27 AND EAST OF CENTRAL FLORIDA FREEZER, FROM ESTATE RESIDENTIAL TO INDUSTRIAL  (PALM PLAZA)

APPROVED OPTION NO. 3 (REMOVING THE PAVEMENT AND SEEDING PROPERTY) REGARDING FENCING OPTIONS AT THE FORMER KRISTEN COURT PROPERTY










Deputy Public Works Director (DPWD) Jimmy Feagle explained three options have been prepared for the Commission’s choice:
Option 1 – Remove the construction fence and replace it with a 6’ black vinyl fence, post and hardware.  The new fence would have one entry point located on School View Street.  Cost of $12,500.00.

Option 2 – Remove the construction fence and install 3 traffic barriers (black powder coated rounded pipes with signage) across the driveway along School View Street at a cost of $2,400.00.

Option 3 – Remove the construction fence and remaining driveways and parking areas (approximately 70,000 sq. ft. of asphalt and road base).  Replace with clean fill and seed at a cost of $24,500.00.  

Commissioner Knowles moved to accept Option No. 2.  The motion failed due to a lack of a second to the motion.
Commissioner Puckett stated the current loss on the Kristen Court property is $6,700 per week.  If the Commission votes to improve the property, the weekly loss increases.  He suggested the Commission vote to have a Public Sale and dump the property.  The current balance is $4.5 million plus future costs. 
Mayor Polk stated the City will still need to replace the fence if the property is put up for sale.  
Commissioner Christian said he would still like to see the fence gone.  The fence is rusted and has barb wire around the retention pond portion of the fence and makes the property look bad.  He does not want to see the City spend a lot more money in the property, but does want the existing fence removed.  Commissioner Puckett agreed the property will look better without fence.
Commissioner Henderson said if the City leaves the concrete, the property will still look ugly.  She asked who owns the stucco wall and the other fence close by.  DPWD Feagle explained the fence belongs to the School Board.  

Commissioner Henderson said she has done a lot of things on the Commission that have cost a lot of money and later those things have become valuable.  She hates to leave the property as an eye sore.  She said she will agree to Option 1 or Option 2.  
Mayor Polk asked if the Commission can use a combination of two of the options.  DPWD Feagle replied the City can add bollards at the entrances and a fence can be erected later.  He said the City can do whatever the Commission directs the City to do.  The Police Chief has concerns with vehicular traffic on the property.
Commissioner Puckett said the property will be worth more money with the existing roads.  The current value is approximately $75,000.  
Police Chief (PC) Bill Chrisman said he would like to see vehicular traffic limited on the property.  He said the pavement should be removed.  This will create a vacant lot and cause the least amount of problems.  
Commissioner Christian moved to approve Option 3 – Remove the construction fence, and remaining driveways and parking areas (approximately 70,000 sq. ft. of asphalt and road base).  Replace with clean fill and seed at a cost of $24,500.00; and Commissioner Henderson seconded the program.

CITY ATTORNEY ITEMS: - 
Report:

CA Morrison explained JB Nettles sued the City of Leesburg for false arrest in Federal Court and the City was granted a Summary of Judgment in favor of the City.  Mr. Nettles appealed the decision to the 11th District Court in Atlanta and the 11th District Court in Atlanta affirmed the dismissal.  The City is now done with the case.  
CITY MANAGER ITEMS: 

1. CM Evans discussed the January 5, 2010 meeting with School Board staff regarding Kristen Court property.  The School Board will not be interested in the property for at least ten years.  CM Evans asked if the Commission is interested in a land swap with the School Board.  He said the CDC is interested in the Dabney property.  The City could swap the Kristen Court property for the Dabney property, then give the Dabney property to the CDC.  The School Board is interested in the idea.  Commissioner Knowles said a land swap is a good idea.  Commissioner Puckett said the City will never get back the $4.5 the City owes.   Mayor Knowles stated the City will pay off the Kristen Court property
Commissioner Christian moved to direct the City Manager to continue to negotiate with the Lake County School Board on a land swap with the Dabney property possibly going to the CDC once the City takes ownership of the property, and Commissioner Knowles second to motion.

Four yeas, one nays, the Commission directed the City Manager to continue to negotiate with the Lake County School Board on a land swap with the Dabney property possibly going to the CDC once the City takes ownership of the property.  
2. CM Evans stated Leesburg Regional Medical Center (LRMC) will be refinancing approximately $50 million of their debt and acquiring an additional $20 million.  The City of Leesburg acts as a conduit for LRMC to obtain Bonds.  The City is in no way responsible for the debt.  Commissioner Henderson asked if the money will be used for the new cancer center.  CM Evans replied possibly, he is not sure.  CM Evans stated the Cancer Center will be a taxable piece of property.  Commissioner Puckett asked about the ball field fence on the LRMC property at Dixie and Canal.  CM Evans replied he now has the quotes for replacing the chain link fence with vinyl coated chain link fence and taking the netting down and putting up the yellow toppers.    He will be talking to LRMC about the quotes and advise the Commission of the outcome.
ROLL CALL:

Commissioner Henderson – asked the City Attorney about signature ineligibility and requirements for printing the name below the signature.  CA Morrison replied there is no legal requirement to print the name below the signature, except for a document to be recorded.  

Commissioner Henderson said she understands the City did the best with the Christmas Lights.  She suggested heading a Christmas Light Committee for next year.  Commissioner Knowles nominated Commissioner Henderson to head a Christmas Light Committee.  Commissioner Henderson suggested Paul Kalv and someone from Partnership for possible members.  Lewis Ward, Orlando Times Reporter, volunteered to serve on the Committee.
Commissioner Puckett – said it is interesting loud nasty music is against the law.   PC Chrisman explained loud music is against the State Law.  The Police Department does enforce the law when the violation is flagrant.  The City is limited due to the lack of a noise measuring device.    Commissioner Puckett said he looked at Christmas lights in Mount Dora and Tavares.  The cost of the lights is expensive.  
Commissioner Christian – said he accepted a plaque from Lake Community Action Agency.  He said he hopes the decision tonight to proceed with a land swap with the County goes through and improves the neighborhood.  He asked the Police Chief where a complaint should be filed on neighboring convenience stores trading foot stamps for beer and cigarettes.   PC Chrisman explained the violation is a Federal violation.  He will contact the State of Florida of the activity.  

Commissioner Knowles – said he is happy the Kristen Court dilemma is solved. He said vacant lots are good for children to play on.  
Mayor Polk   - said he received several calls about the Christmas lights.  He said he was impressed with the Lady Lake lights.  He likes the look of using the island as a focal point.  Mayor Polk requested Public Input be placed as an agenda item after City Manager Items and before Roll Call on the agenda.  Allow fifteen minutes total with each speaker allowed two minutes.

Commissioner Knowles moved to adjourn and Commissioner Puckett seconded the motion.   The meeting adjourned at 6:18 p.m.
