Congratulations from WattNext on your selection as a participant in the ChargePoint America program.

Attached are your award documents for your free charging stations. Please review the Award letter, then sign and return to us as soon as possible.  

The Master Services Agreement is enclosed and explains in detail how the ChargePoint Network is run and your options for collecting payment at the unit for access if you so desire. Note that your basic network services are free to you (with the exception of payment service fees) through January 1st, 2014.  Increase caps are shown on the agreement so that should you chose to keep the units on the network after that date, you will be able to budget effectively. This agreement also needs to be signed and returned.

Also attached is the Installer Agreement which must be signed and returned by your preferred installer(electrician) prior to work commencing. The document details the Davis Bacon Act requirements which your installer will need to abide by while installing your units. As a municipality you may have alternative methods of complying with the grant's Davis Bacon requirements.

 

Additionally, there will be a sales order for the Commissioning and Start up of the network that is part of the installation of these units. This $550.00 fee for each network connected gateway is a pass through for which WattNext takes no mark-up. The commissioning process includes securely linking your ChargePoint units to the Coulomb Technologies central system and training of your staff to manage your units through the web based portal. Through the web portal you will be able to monitor the performance of each unit and prepare reports on usage, GHG savings, set pricing or access controls as desired on the units, set alarms and notifications, and personalize and customize the unit via the scrolling display. The units will also be geographically positioned and displayed on Google maps to assist drivers to locate the chargers easily.  

The $0.00 purchase order attached must be completed and signed and sent with all of the above.

We're very happy that Leesburg will participate in this program. The Department of Energy grant is an excellent opportunity for our community to start preparing for the electric vehicles that will soon be part of our mobility system. As a point of reference for understanding the value of the grant, each of these units as equipped are available for purchase at $8,563. Leesburg's two units have a value of over $17,000.
