Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of purchase request 44109 to Siemens Industries Inc. for the annual purchase of hydrogen peroxide for the Public Works Department for $25,000.00.
Analysis:
The Public Works Department uses the chemical hydrogen peroxide in lift station 84 for odor control. Siemens’ equipment is installed at lift station 84 to monitor sewage conditions and automatically dispense the chemical when required to control odor.

Siemens has provided the monitoring and dispensing equipment at no additional cost to the City for several years.  In exchange for the equipment, the City purchases the chemical from Siemens.  The price paid of $0.429 per pound is the same price paid by Manatee County on a competitively bid contract.

Analysis:
During the budget process, the Commission determined that civic funding for the FY 12 /13 budget would be offered only to those organizations that received funding in FY 11/12. The funding amount was kept at the same level as in FY 11/12. A letter was sent to each organization in May 2012 advising them of the funding amount offered with a request to either accept or decline the proposal. Following is a list of the organizations that accepted funding and the funding amounts.

Boys & Girls Club of Lake and Sumter Counties, Inc. - The budget approved on September 24, 2012, recommended $11,700.00 for fiscal year 2012-13. The attached agreement formalizes this commitment.

Christian Care Center - The budget approved September 24, 2012, recommended $1,696.00 for fiscal year 2012-13. The attached agreement formalizes this commitment.

Dabney Minatee Heritage Group, Inc. - The budget approved September 24, 2012, recommended $3,718.00 for fiscal year 2012-13.  The attached agreement formalizes this commitment.

Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends execution of Task Order Number 22 with Jones Edmunds & Associates, Inc. for a total amount of $32,610.00.

Analysis:
Jones Edmunds & Associates, Inc. is the Engineering firm the City has been using to perform compliance and monitoring services for the city of Leesburg Municipal Landfill, and the Closed Landfill. The Florida Department of Environmental Protection (FDEP) requires the City to perform this compliance monitoring, and as a result, this is an ongoing annual cost to the City.

The scope of work is to perform compliance monitoring services for the City Municipal Landfill for the 2013 fiscal year. Compliance monitoring will be performed according to the requirements of the FDEP Permit No. SF35-0124377-001 and the requirements of the revised Monitoring Plan Implementation Schedule (MPIS) (revised July 6, 2009). According to FDEP guidelines, sampling and monitoring of closed landfill sites will be required on a long-term basis.

If any portion of this ordinance is declared invalid or unenforceable, then to the extent it is possible to do so without destroying the overall intent and effect of this ordinance, the portion deemed invalid or unenforceable shall be severed herefrom and the remainder of this ordinance shall continue in full force and effect as if it were enacted without including the portion found to be invalid or unenforceable.

Section 3.


This ordinance shall become effective upon it passage and adoption according to law.

Staff Recommendation: 

No action is required.  This memo serves as formal notification to the City Commission pursuant to internal policy.  This has no impact on the operating (income) statement.  It simply reclassifies a portion of the accounts receivable on the balance sheet as uncollectible.

 
Analysis:
Internal policy requires that the Finance Director annually write off, at the end of each fiscal year, the previous year’s amount of accounts receivable determined to be uncollectible.  Uncollectible is defined as an account that is unpaid 120 days after the customer’s service has been terminated.  This policy does not prevent the City of Leesburg, from maintaining records on terminated accounts and subsequently collecting these amounts, should the customer attempt to renew service with the City.  Furthermore, when an account is written off pursuant to this policy, it has no impact on any pending or yet to be initiated collection efforts.  It has been the longstanding policy of the City that accounts are not written off until they remain in “C” (collection agency status) for one year.
 
At the end of the previous fiscal year, the City reported a total of 1,146 past due utility accounts which were comprised of 55 commercial and 1,091 residential accounts totaling $380,227.  The revised deposit policy, implementation of FACTA and the combined diligence of the collections and customer service staff has reduced the total amount written off by $16,450.07 to $363,776.93 over the fiscal year.  In addition, the City has recognized $12,081.98 in miscellaneous receivables as uncollectable bringing the total amount written off to $375,858.91.
