Commissioner Puckett moved to approve the City Commission minutes of the regular meeting held July 10, 2006.  Commissioner Knowles seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.

RECOGNIZED YEARS OF SERVICE
Environmental Services Director (ESD) Ray Sharp recognized Darel Craine (Environmental Services) for 15 years of service  

Doug French (Public Works) was unavailable to attend.  He will receive his recognition for 15 years of service at a department meeting.
HEARD UPDATE ON THE GYMNASIUM PROJECT BY JAY M. EVANS, DEPUTY CITY MANAGER











DCM Evans gave a brief update on the gymnasium progress.  DCM Evans showed the design of the building, color scheme, and a map indicating the layout of the property.  The gymnasium will be approximately 13,000 square feet which includes 3,000 square feet of office space.  DCM Evans noted the budget for building the gymnasium was established several years ago and did not include land acquisition.  The site for the gymnasium changed which required land acquisition.  Additional funding may be needed to complete the project.
Commissioner Christian questioned when bids are expected.  DCM Evans stated the project should go out to bid in three weeks.
Commissioner Knowles questioned if the Commission and public will have input on how the outside of the building will look.  DCM Evans stated the City established a Steering Committee to aid in the design of this building.  No further input will be requested. 
HEARD PRESENTATION BY DAVID GRAEBER OF INWOOD CONSULTING ON PROGRESS OF THE TAV-LEE TRAIL PHASE II PD&E AND THE LEESBURG-WILDWOOD PD&E










David Graeber, consultant with Inwoood Consulting, presented information (copy attached) on the progress on the PD&E study for the Tav-Lee Trail and the Leesburg-Wildwood Trail.  He noted the corridor selection and trailheads have been determined.  The next step includes refining alternatives and establishing an implementation plan.  The plan will be brought before the Commission for approval in the near future.  Staff will seek approval from FDOT and FHWA in August.
Commissioner Puckett questioned the location of part of the Tav-Lee Trail along US Highway 441 instead of on the old railway bed along the swamp.  Consultant Graeber stated the railway bed had been suggested. CA Morrison noted much of the old railway bed property is privately owned and not available for the trail.  
Commissioner Knowles questioned if all the trails will connect together.  Mr. Graeber stated some of the trails will connect together at this time, but linking all the trails will require additional land acquisition.
Commissioner Christian asked if a priority list of the trails will be put together.  Mr. Graeber stated the original plan contained a priority list.  One change from the original priority list (Leesburg-Wildwood Trail placed above the Tav-Lee Trail) was made due to ease of property acquisition.
