Subject:
Resolution Authorizing Execution of an Agreement with Davey Resource Group to conduct a comprehensive tree inventory for the City of Leesburg pursuant to RFP-06-05.

Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends adoption of the resolution authorizing execution of the agreement with Davey Resource Group to conduct a comprehensive tree inventory for $37,400.00, pursuant to RFP-06-05.

Analysis:
The purpose of this request for proposal was to solicit vendors to provide a City-wide comprehensive tree inventory of those trees located on City property and in rights-of-way.  Davey Resource Group will provide to the City, in electronic format, information related to these trees and will include such items as tree location in GIS compatible coordinates.  The vendor will also collect tree species, size, condition, and above ground utility locations information.  The City of Leesburg has never had a comprehensive tree inventory.  This inventory will allow the City to plan future plantings and proactively maintain the existing trees and will provide data for use in an electronic tree maintenance program.  The data collected will allow the City to provide accurate information such as storm damage to City trees.

The Purchasing Department issued RFP-06-05 and on May 9, 2006, received six responses.  Staff  evaluated the responses and selected Davey Resource Group as the successful vendor.  All proposals submitted had costs higher than the City’s budgeted amount.  Purchasing renegotiated some items of the proposal with Davey Resource Group to reduce the cost of the project.  This reduction allowed for more of the project cost to be funded by state grant funds.

Purchase Requisition #36798 to Ten-8-Fire Equipment, Inc. for the Fire Department
Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of purchase requisition #36798 to Ten-8-Fire Equipment, Inc. for four sets of rescue extrication tools for $112,000.
Analysis:
The Fire Department received an $84,000 grant from the Florida Department of Health to purchase  four (4) sets of rescue extrication tools.  These tools will be used by the department for rescue of victims from vehicles and other situations that may require powered extrication tools.  The City’s contribution will come from Impact Fees.  

This is a sole source purchase of Holmatro Rescue Equipment from Ten-8-Fire Equipment, Inc. of Bradenton, Florida.  Holmatro brand equipment uses a patented single coaxial hose system that has many benefits including eliminating equipment failure due to hose kinks.  The purchase of this equipment will supplement the current equipment and take advantage of fire personnel training already received.  The Purchasing Division has a letter on file from Holmatro Rescue Equipment granting sole distributorship in the State of Florida to Ten-8-Fire Equipment, Inc.

Resolution Urging the Lake County Board of County Commissioners to Plan and Budget for Construction or Renovation of a Public Health Facility in Leesburg
Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of the resolution urging the Lake County Board of County Commissioners to plan and budget for construction or renovation of a Public Health Facility in Leesburg.
Analysis:
In 1999, the Lake County Health Department closed its clinic located on Griffin Rd in Leesburg due to the presence of mold growing in the walls of the building.  Since that time, Leesburg has been without an adequate Public Health Care facility to accommodate its citizens.  

Prior to closure, the clinic was offering maternity care, pediatric care, and care for sexually transmitted disease to more than 1,400 clients every month.  The rationale to close the facility was that Leesburg had two other competing not-for-profit medical facilities that could accommodate patients on Medicaid and also that individuals could use either of the existing facilities or travel to the Tavares Public Health facility.

Since the closure of the Leesburg Public Health Clinic, patients needing the described services as well as primary care services, have flooded the patient load at the Leesburg Regional Medical Center.  
While the two alternate facilities have expanded their patient loads, LRMC continues to be the first choice for those patients that formerly sought services from the Lake County Health Department.

The First Baptist Church’s Community Health Center was created to augment LRMC services by providing acute care for patients without the financial means to seek services from fee based providers.  Since their inception they have realized that their target population is in need of care for acute diseases as opposed to injury, and now a large part of their services are directed to these patients.  This facility does not provide many of the services common to the Public Health Department, and is not intended to replace DOH as the provider of services such as HIV testing, immunizations, OB/GYN or Pediatric care, counseling and testing for sexually transmitted diseases, and many other public health services.

The Public Health Department made their decision to build their new facility without performing formal studies or analysis to determine where needs exist at locations in Lake County.  In particular, an outside vendor should conduct a comprehensive assessment and gap analysis of the public health needs within Lake County, which would be the basis for development of a facilities master plan that would include the best placement of facilities to best meet the identified needs.   There are remaining LCCAN funds that could potentially be used to fund such an assessment; however, there has been no recommendation that the planning be completed to assist the Public Health Department in deciding placement of facilities around Lake County. 
The attached resolution asks the Lake County Board of County Commissioners to require these studies and to withhold all funding for the project until the studies are complete and a viable and practical plan to address all of the needs within Lake County  is approved.

A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA, URGING THE LAKE COUNTY BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS TO PLAN AND BUDGET FOR THE CONSTRUCTION OR RENOVATION OF A PUBLIC HEALTH FACILITY IN LEESBURG, FLORIDA; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA:

WHEREAS   the Lake County Health Department discontinued operations and closed its clinic facilities on Griffin Road in Leesburg in 1999 as a result of mold actively growing in the facility; and

WHEREAS   more than 8,000 eligible citizens of the Leesburg area have been without a Public Health facility and adequate Public Health care since the 1999 closing;  and

WHEREAS   no Public Health facility exists in the Leesburg service area for low income and indigent citizens to receive the broad range of Public Health services currently offered in other areas of Lake County;  and

WHEREAS   the Lake County Health Department has disregarded the needs of the indigent citizens of this area who are greatly in need of services for a broad range of health needs and services currently underserved or not served at all by a comparable health care provider;  and

WHEREAS   the Lake County Health Department has a moral and ethical obligation and responsibility to provide balanced and equitable health care to all citizens of Lake County, and to ensure that when service is discontinued to any area that the area then becomes a priority for reinstating those services and facilities in advance of desires for convenient administrative spaces.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by the City Commission of the City of Leesburg that the Lake County Board of County Commissioners are urged  to oppose the current plans by the Lake County Health Department for the construction of  the new facilities;  and

THAT the Lake County Board of County Commissioners require the Lake County Health Department to include the City of Leesburg in their plans for clinical services for the underserved citizens of this area;  and 

THAT the Lake County Board of County Commissioners require the Lake County Health Department to first develop a comprehensive assessment and gap analysis of the public health needs within Lake County to be used for the development of a facilities master plan that would determine the best placement of facilities in order to meet the identified needs;  and

THAT the Lake County Board of County Commissioners require the Lake County Health Department perform the assessment and gap analysis should be done before any construction commences;  and 

THAT the Lake County Board of County Commissioners direct the Lake County Health Department to make use of all internal funding sources, such as LCCAN funding, for this study, prior to requesting any additional funding from the Board of County Commissioners; and

THAT the Lake County Board of County Commissioners withhold all capital projects funding for facilities until the Lake County Health Department has completed the assessment and gap analysis, and provides a comprehensive plan based the results of those studies that clearly identifies each service area population and income, for all facilities in Lake County without regard to fee based service providers in any service area of Lake County.

Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of the attached Resolution authorizing execution of an Agreement with Bill Deese to provide planning and implementation for Fishing Tournaments on the Harris Chain of Lakes/Venetian Gardens.
Analysis:
The City of Leesburg Recreation & Parks Department has held fishing tournaments in Venetian Gardens for many years.  The City of Leesburg anticipates the number of these tournaments to increase.

Staff Recommendation:

Staff recommends adoption of a Resolution authorizing execution of an Owner Affidavit for this section of the railroad right-of-way so that the property can be included in an application by Cutrale seeking a Conditional Use Permit (“CUP”).

Analysis:

The City of Leesburg owns the former railroad right-of-way running southeast from Lake Street, which crosses the Cutrale property in the area South of Main Street.  

Cutrale wishes to obtain a CUP to allow it to use its property and a portion of this former railroad right-of-way for expansion of its operations. Under City procedures applicable to issuance of a CUP, the execution of an Owner Affidavit for this segment of the former railroad right-of-way is necessary so the property can be included in the CUP application.  

This authorization does not imply willingness on the part of the City of Leesburg to sell or convey the property and is only given for the purpose of complying with the City's rezoning procedures, so the Planning Commission can hold a hearing on the proposed CUP, receive comments from Cutrale and other affected property owners, and determine whether to issue a CUP and if so, under what conditions and restrictions.  Granting the authorization is not to be considered an endorsement of the proposal, but simply allows the various interested parties to discuss the issue before the Planning Commission and allows the Planning Commission to structure a suitable compromise protecting the rights of all parties involved. Once that process is completed, and if the CUP is granted under conditions deemed acceptable by Cutrale, the question of whether to convey the former railroad right-of-way to Cutrale will be presented to the City Commission.

The Commission removed this item from the March 13, 2006 Commission Agenda to provide Mr. Steve Richey and Cutrale an opportunity to meet with the neighbors to address issues and concerns.  These meetings are complete and the applicant is now prepared to move this project forward.

(CUTRALE), INC., FOR A CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT ON REAL PROPERTY OWNED BY CUTRALE, WHICH APPLICATION INCLUDES USE OF CERTAIN ABANDONED RAILROAD RIGHT-OF-WAY OWNED BY THE CITY; SPECIFYING THE CONDITIONS AND LIMITATIONS ON THE AUTHORIZATION GRANTED HEREBY; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the City of Leesburg owns certain abandoned railroad right-of-way which is adjacent to real property owned or controlled by Cutrale Citrus Juices U.S.A., Inc. (Cutrale), and


WHEREAS, Cutrale desires to apply to the City for a Conditional Use Permit (“CUP”) which would allow it to utilize its aforementioned real property to expand its existing industrial operations, and to include within that application a portion of the City’s abandoned railroad right of way, and


WHEREAS, the City Commission has not determined whether it wishes to sell, convey, or lease the railroad-right-of-way to Cutrale or otherwise to allow the use of that right-of-way in conjunction with Cutrale’s operations, and


WHEREAS, if the application for a CUP is filed, a public hearing will be held before the Planning Commission at which Cutrale and affected neighboring property owners and residents may present their concerns, and the Planning Commission will determine whether a CUP should be issued to Cutrale, and if so what conditions must be imposed on its use of its property and the railroad right of way for the protection of the health, safety and welfare of surrounding property owners and residents and the value of their property, and


WHEREAS, it would be inappropriate for the City Commission to decide whether to sell, convey, or lease the railroad right-of-way to Cutrale or otherwise to allow Cutrale to use the railroad right-of-way as part of the expansion of its industrial operations, until the hearing before the Planning Commission has been held and a decision has been made by that body whether to issue the CUP and  under what conditions, and


WHEREAS, it is appropriate that this Resolution be limited explicitly to authorization to sign the Owner Affidavit required by the City’s zoning procedures, and that it not be considered or interpreted as any indication that the City Commission supports either the expansion of Cutrale’s industrial operations, or that the City Commission ultimately will approve use of the abandoned railroad right-of-way by Cutrale under any circumstances,


NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA:

THAT the City Manager is hereby authorized to execute an Owner Affidavit, on the form used by the Community Development Department for all zoning and land use applications, authorizing Cutrale Citrus Juices U.S.A., Inc. to file an application for a CUP which includes a portion of the abandoned railroad right-of-way owned by the City.


THIS RESOLUTION is explicitly conditioned on the following:

A. Nothing in this Resolution expresses, nor should it be interpreted to imply, any approval by the City Commission of the proposed use of the land by Cutrale. This Resolution should not be considered by the Planning Commission to be supportive of, or as an endorsement of, the proposed land use sought by Cutrale, and the Planning Commission should evaluate the application of Cutrale without giving any weight whatsoever to this Resolution other than as a simple consent for Cutrale to include the railroad right-of-way as part of its proposal.
B. This Resolution does not obligate the City Commission or the City of Leesburg to sell, lease or convey the railroad right-of-way in question to Cutrale, or to consider doing so, should not be relied on by Cutrale as an indication that when presented with the question of whether to sell, lease or convey the railroad right-of-way to Cutrale or otherwise to allow Cutrale to use the railroad right-of-way, the City Commission will act favorably on such a request. The City Commission shall retain full authority to accept or reject any request by Cutrale to sell, convey, or lease the railroad right-of-way to Cutrale, or otherwise to allow use of the railroad right-of-way by it, and to condition the consent to any such request, if granted, as the City Commission deems necessary or appropriate for the protection of the public interest, including but not limited to imposition of requirements for relocation of recreational trails and imposition of such conditions as the City Commission considers necessary for the protection of the public and surrounding residents and property owners.
C. The sole purpose of this Resolution is to permit execution of the Owner Affidavit so as to allow the Planning Commission to conduct a public hearing on the CUP sought by Cutrale, and determine whether to grant or deny it, and if granted, what conditions should be imposed on the use of the property included in the CUP.

Staff recommends approval of the ordinance amending Sections 22-211 and 22-227 of the Code of Ordinances pertaining to water and wastewater rates, to add to each a rate schedule for use with meters which measure water consumption in gallons rather than in cubic feet
Analysis:
The City is in the process of acquiring Lake Utility Company which provides water and wastewater service to The Plantation at Leesburg.  The existing water meters measure consumption in gallons, rather than in cubic feet.  Our present meters measure in cubic feet and our water and wastewater rates are structured accordingly.

In order to facilitate an orderly transition, and to avoid the significant unnecessary expense of exchanging some 3,000 meter with cubic feet meters, the proposed rate schedule establishes water and sewer rates for meters which read in gallons.

The proposed gallon rates are calculated based upon our current rate structure, and duplicate it as much as possible for any given level of consumption.  Because the conversion between gallons and cubic feet is fractional, and because both are measured in whole units for purposes of billing, there are some minor differences (in pennies) between the two schedules for any given level of consumption.  Overall, the rate schedule is revenue neutral with respect to our existing cubic feet based rates.
Options:

Fiscal Impact:  
Implementation of this ordinance will establish a gallon-based rate structure which is revenue neutral with respect to our existing cubic feet-based water and sewer rates.  There is no significant fiscal impact.

WHEREAS, the City of Leesburg provides potable water and wastewater services to its utility customers, which it has customarily billed using meters which measure consumption in cubic feet, and

WHEREAS, due to expansion of the utility system into new areas and acquisition of systems formerly operated by other utility providers, the City has or will shortly have customers using meters which measure consumption in gallons, and

WHEREAS, it is necessary to promulgate a rate schedule which imposes charges per number of gallons, to supplement the existing rate schedule based on cubic feet of consumption,

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEOPLE OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA::
SECTION I.

Staff recommends adoption of the proposed Ordinance annexing property for Charles Bradshaw (Renaissance Trails). 

Analysis: 

In response to an application for annexation of property located at the intersection of C.R. 48 and Austin Merritt Road, the City has evaluated the area relative to additional property that could be annexed into the City to allow for a more regular city limit/city service boundary. It was determined by staff that additional property could not be annexed at this time because adjacent property is developed residentially and adjacent lots exceed the size allowed by statute to be annexed involuntarily.

The project site is approximately 1,012 acres.  The property is generally located at the intersection of C.R. 48 and Austin Merritt Road, in accordance with their PUD application and supplemental information, as shown on the attached General Location Map. The present zoning for this property is County A (Agriculture). Currently, the property is undeveloped and single family uses. The proposed uses are mixed use residential and commercial. The surrounding zoning designations are County (Agriculture) to the south and east, and County A (Agriculture) and City R-2 (Medium Density Residential) to the north and Sumter County to the west which is also being developed as part of Renaissance Trails.

Also on the agenda for this meeting is the rezoning, which is recommended for approval by the Planning Commission. The Large Scale Comprehensive Plan Amendment will be processed as part of the second cycle for 2006. 

City water and wastewater utilities are available in the area. The developer is responsible for all cost and construction to make the necessary extension and hook-ups to City utilities in accordance with City requirements. Police and fire services are presently provided in this area and impacts on the provision of these services are estimated to be minimal.

Options:


1.
Approve the requested annexation. This will give the City jurisdiction over the use and development of the subject site and provide for application of City standards to this property.

  2.
Disapprove the proposed annexation and allow the development to remain in the County.
Fiscal Impact:
As indicated on the  attached fiscal  impact  analysis, there will be a negative impact in the first year (-$11,171), and beginning in year two, the City will realize a positive impact with the collection of property taxes.

Staff Recommendation:  

The Planning staff and Planning Commission recommend adoption of the proposed Ordinance rezoning the subject property from County A (Agriculture) to City PUD/CDO (Planned Unit Development/Contemporary Design Overlay). 
Analysis: 

The project site is approximately 1,012 acres.  The property is generally located at the intersection of C.R. 48 and Austin Merritt Road, in accordance with their PUD application and supplemental information, as shown on the attached General Location Map. The present zoning for this property is County A (Agriculture). Currently, the property is mostly undeveloped and has some single family uses. The proposed uses are mixed use residential and commercial. The surrounding zoning designations are County A (Agriculture) to the south and east, and County A (Agriculture) and City R-2 (Medium Density Residential) to the north and Sumter County to the west which is also being developed as part of Renaissance Trails.

The proposed zoning districts of City PUD/CDO (Planned Unit Development/Contemporary Design Overlay) are compatible with adjacent and nearby properties in the area and with the proposed City future land use designation of City Estate Density Residential.
The existing land uses surrounding the property are single-family residential and agricultural uses.  
Development of the parcel shall require connection to City utilities at the owner’s expense.

By a vote of 4 to 0, the Planning Commission recommended approval.

These Planned Unit Development/Contemporary Design Overlay Conditions for PUD/CDO (Planned Unit Development/Contemporary Design Overlay) Districts are granted by the City of Leesburg Planning Commission, Lake County, Florida to Charles Bradshaw (Renaissance Trails) "Permittee" for the purposes and subject to the terms and conditions as set forth herein pursuant to authority contained in Chapter 25 "Zoning", Sec​tion 25-278 "Planned Unit Development " and Sec​tion 25-282 Overlay Districts (d) CDO Contemporary Design Overlay of the City of Leesburg Land Development Code, as amended.

BACKGROUND:  The "Permittee" is desirous of obtaining a Planned Unit Develop​ment (PUD) with a Contemporary Design Overlay (CDO) zoning district to allow construction of a proposed mixed use development comprised of residential, commercial and public uses consisting of a maximum of 2,238 residential units on approximately 1,012 acres with a commercial village center of approximately 315,000 sq. ft. on approximately 37 acres, subject to approval by FDCA of a Development of Regional Impact, on a site with​in the City of Leesburg located at the intersection of C.R. 48 and Austin Merritt Road, in accordance with their PUD application and supplemental information.

Construction of any required trail will be the developer’s responsibility and shall be developed per City trail requirements. Some credit may be allowed toward the required recreation areas depending on final determination of overall recreation and trail development plans. Final location and design shall be determined during the preliminary plan/site plan review process.

Limited commercial uses shall be allowed within buildings designated for recreational use and shall be intended for the primary use of project residents. The location and intensity of such uses shall be approved by the City staff as part of the preliminary plan review process. Examples of such uses are sales office, post office, ATM or bank services, coffee shop etc.

Limited commercial uses shall be allowed within buildings designated for recreational use and shall be intended for the primary use of project residents. The location and intensity of such uses shall be approved by the City staff as part of the preliminary plan review process.  Examples of such uses are sales office, post office, ATM or bank services, coffee shop etc.

D.
The commercial use of a sales office and/or model center shall be a permitted use as long as it is specifically related to the PUD residential development of the site.

E.
Commercial, Office and Community Facilities


1.
Town Commercial Center area of approximately thirty-seven (37) acres shall be situated generally at the intersection of C.R. 48 and Austin Merritt Road. Final determination and location of commercial areas shall be approved during future amendment to these Planned Unit Develop​ment (PUD) conditions during the conceptual plans approval process.

Allowable uses shall be those uses as described in the C-2 (Community Commercial) Zoning District in the City of Leesburg Land Development Code (as amended) and shall also be consistent with the City of Leesburg adopted Growth Management Plan (as amended).

Development standards to be established through future amendment to these Planned Unit Develop​ment (PUD) conditions as conceptual plans are developed for individual phases.

The gross leaseable area for the designated commercial areas shall not exceed sixty-five

Commercial development areas shall be properly screened from residential areas with a buffer in accordance with the City of Leesburg Land Development Code (as amended). Minimum buffer width shall be 10 feet.

Access to the commercial development areas shall be primarily from internal roadways,

Recreational vehicle parking shall be restricted through deed restrictions/covenants which shall prohibit parking within the development unless with in an enclosed structure or an approved designated area is provided, except for loading and unloading for a 24 hour period. If provided, the area shall be buffered and final location will be determined by staff as part of the Preliminary Subdivision approval process. Final determination of the location and size of such facilities shall be approved by City staff during the preliminary plan review process.


F.
Public Use Areas and Impacts


The approximate seven (7) acre Public Use Area, as shown on the Conceptual Development Plan shall be dedicated to the City of Leesburg for public purposes prior to plat approval of any portion of the development or prior to any building permit issuance, whichever occurs first. The final size and location of the Public Use Area shall be determined by the City at the time future amendment to these Planned Unit Develop​ment (PUD) conditions during the conceptual plans approval process. 

.
In addition, to maximize the buildable area of the Public Use Area, any environmental, floodplain, and wetlands impacts on the site will be mitigated off site; stormwater retention will be retained and treated off-site within the planned unit development; any transportation impacts associated with the site will be included in the total number of vehicle trips approved for the planned unit development; and the site shall include central potable water and sanitary sewer lines stubbed out to the site, as well as a cleared building area, to facilitate construction in a timely manner.  


Although this development is partially age restricted, some lots or units may be occupied by families with school age children, and the development may thus have an impact on public school capacity in the area. Since part of the development is restricted to the population over 55 years of age, the developer has requested that it not be required to dedicate a possible school site within the development. In order to mitigate the impacts the development may have on school capacity, in lieu of dedicating a school site the developer agrees to pay to the City, for each age restricted lot or unit, a voluntary educational impact fee equal to the adopted Lake County School Board School Impact fee in place at the time of issuance of a building permit for each age restricted unit.

G.
Open Space and Buffer Areas

Wetlands shall have an average upland buffer of 25 feet, minimum of 15 feet, or the upland buffer established by St. Johns River Water Management District and/or U.S. Army Corp of Engineers; whichever is more restrictive. Each wetland shall be placed on a suitable map, signed and sealed by a surveyor registered to practice in Florida and shall be submitted as part of the preliminary plan application

If wetland alteration is permitted by St. Johns River Water Management District and/or U.S. Army Corp of Engineers, wetland mitigation shall be required in accordance with permit approvals from St. Johns River Water Management District or U.S. Army Corp of Engineers, whichever is more restrictive.

A wildlife/archaeological management plan for the project site shall be prepared based on the results of an environmental assessment of the site and any environmental permit required from applicable governmental agencies. The management plan shall be submitted to the City as part of the preliminary plan application. To the extent practical, wetlands shall be placed in a conservation easement, which shall run in favor of, and be enforceable by, St. Johns River Water Management District or another legal entity such as a homeowners association. In the alternative, one (1) double faced identification sign may be permitted when placed in the median of a private entrance road. The maximum allowable sign surface area per wall or sign shall not exceed one hundred twelve (112) square feet.



b.
Secondary entranceways shall be restricted to one (1) ground sign, not to exceed thirty (30) square feet in area and a vertical dimension of five (5) feet.



c.
Height-signs shall be a maximum of eight (8) feet and be measured from the finished grade level or crown of road to the top of the sign face, provided if the sign is integrated into a fence, wall or column.

3.
STORMWATER MANAGEMENT / UTILITIES
Prior to receiving final development approval, the Permittee shall submit a stormwater management plan and utility plan acceptable to the City of Leesburg.  Water, wastewater and natural gas services will be provided by the City of Leesburg.  Prior to any clearing, grubbing, or disturbance of natural vegetation in any phase of the development, the Permittee shall provide:


A.
A detailed site plan that demonstrates no direct discharge of stormwater runoff generated by the development into any wetlands or onto adjacent properties.


B.
A stormwater management system designed and implemented to meet all applicable St. Johns River Water Management District and City of Leesburg requirements.


C.
A responsible legal entity for the maintenance of the stormwater management system on the plat prior to the approval of the final plat of record. A homeowners association is an acceptable maintenance entity.


D.
The 100-year flood plain shown on all plans and lots.


E.
The appropriate documentation that any flood hazard boundary has been amended in accordance with Federal Emergency Management Agency requirements, if the 100 year flood plain is altered and /or a new 100 year flood elevation is established in reference to the applicable flood insurance rate map.


F.
A copy of the Management and Storage of Surface Waters permit obtained from St. Johns River Water Management District.


G.
A detailed site plan that indicates all the provisions for electric, water, sewer, and/or natural gas in accordance with the City of Leesburg Land Development Codes.


H.
Developer shall bear all responsibility, financial and otherwise, for the construction and installation of utility infrastructure and other improvements related to the use and development of the property including such off site improvements required by the City, all of which shall be constructed to the applicable specifications imposed by the ordinances and regulations of the City in effect at the time of construction. If offsite utility infrastructure systems are upsized at the request of the City of Leesburg to accommodate other existing or future developments in the area, the Develop will be entitled to an applicable reimbursement method, such as cost-sharing, impact fee credits, pioneering agreements, etc., as appropriate provided by a separate utility agreement.


I.
Developer shall be responsible for the installation of a natural gas water heater and natural gas furnace in eighty percent (80%) of all homes in the development.


J.
A two (2) acre well site with the potential for two potable wells shall be dedicated to the City of Leesburg for public purposes prior to plat approval of any portion of the development or prior to any building permit issuance, whichever occurs first. The final size and location of the well site shall be determined by the City at the time of the future amendment to these Planned Unit Develop​ment (PUD) conditions during the conceptual plans approval process. 

4.
TRANSPORTATION IMPROVEMENTS

A.
All transportation improvements shall be based on a current traffic analysis and shall be contingent upon Preliminary Subdivision Plan approval by City staff during the development review and permitting process.


B.
Vehicular access to the project site shall generally be provided as shown on the Conceptual Phasing Plan through a minimum of two four lane divided boulevard type roads. Actual locations and design of the boulevards and roads shall be approved during future amendment to these Planned Unit Develop​ment (PUD) conditions during the conceptual plans approval process. Other potential accesses to adjacent properties will be reviewed during the development review process. 


C.
The Permittee shall provide all necessary improvements / signalization within and adjacent to the development as required by Lake County and City of Leesburg.


D.
All roads within the development shall be designed and constructed by the developer to meet the City of Leesburg requirements including but not limited to Miami curbs.


E.
Sidewalks shall be provided on one side of the local internal roads except for boulevards which shall require provide sidewalks on both sides and shall provide cross connections to all recreation and residential areas. Internal road rights-of-ways shall be of sufficient width to contain the sidewalks.  All sidewalks shall be constructed in accordance with City of Leesburg Codes. 


F.
The Permittee shall be responsible for obtaining all necessary Lake County permits and a copy of all permits shall be provided to the City of Leesburg prior to preliminary plan approval.


G.
The City of Leesburg will not be responsible for the maintenance or repair of any of the roads or transportation improvements.  The Permittee shall establish an appropriate legal entity that will be responsible to pay the cost and perform the services to maintain the roads and transportation improvements.


H.
Should the Permittee desire to dedicate the proposed project’s internal road system to the City of Leesburg; the City, at its discretion, may accept or not accept the road system. Prior to acceptance, the Permittee shall demonstrate to the City the road system is in suitable condition and meets City of Leesburg requirements. As a condition of accepting the roadway system the City may create a special taxing district or make other lawful provisions to assess the cost of maintenance of the system to the residents of the project, and may require bonds or other financial assurance of maintenance for some period of time.


I.
A traffic/transportation study shall be submitted prior to preliminary plan approval for review and determination of any necessary access improvements. Said improvements will be the responsibility of the Permittee.


J.
At such time that traffic signals are warranted at the proposed project entrance(s), the Permittee shall pay their pro-rata share of the cost of the signal(s) as determined by City staff.

5.
DESIGN REQUIREMENTS


Design requirements shall meet the standards as per Sec. 25-395. Contemporary design district overlay (CDO) general district standards. Designs to meet general conceptual standards provided by Pringle Properties, Inc. in Exhibits C, D, E, F and G and will be reviewed during the development review and permitting process.


A.
Residential Development




1.
Contemporary design district overlay (CDO) standards require that all residential 





development on lots that are less than fifty (50) feet in width shall be served by rear 




alleys. Each alley shall connect with streets at both ends. 



 2.
Building Design

a.
Detached single-family homes shall have garages located with the following 
provisions.

1)
Front access garages must be set back a minimum of five (5) feet from 
the attached primary structure or the front building line.

2)
Rear garages must be setback a minimum of twenty (20) feet from an 
alley or rear access drive.

Side entrance garages may be in line with or off set from the primary 
structures front setback provided the garage has front facade windows.

Commercial Village Center Design




1.
Building frontages shall occupy no less than 75% of the street facing entrance.



2.
Height. The maximum building height may be increased by 10 feet as an incentive for 



vertical mixed use buildings, except where adjacent to single-story residential uses. 



3.
Public Entrance. Buildings that are open to the public shall have an entrance for pedestrians from the street to the building interior. This entrance shall be designed to be attractive and functionally be a distinctive and prominent element of the architectural design, and shall be open to the public during business hours. Buildings shall incorporate lighting and changes in mass, surface or finish to give emphasis to the entrances.



4.
Building Façade. No more than 20 feet of horizontal distance of wall shall be provided without architectural relief for building walls and frontage walls facing the street.  Buildings shall provide a foundation or base, typically from ground to bottom of the lower windowsills, with changes in volume or material. A clear visual division shall be maintained between the ground level floor and upper floors. The top of any building shall contain a distinctive finish consisting of a cornice or other architectural termination as described below, subsection.

5.
Storefront character. Commercial and mixed-use buildings shall express a “storefront character” with the new urbanism design elements complimenting Phase V.  This guideline is met by providing all of the following architectural features along the building frontage as applicable. 

a. 
Corner building entrances on corner lots. 

b.  
Regularly spaced and similar-shaped windows with window hoods or trim (all 
building stories). 

c.
Large display windows on the ground floor. All street-facing, park-facing and plaza-facing structures shall have windows covering a minimum of 40% and a maximum 80% of the ground floor of each storefront’s linear frontage.  Blank walls shall not occupy over 50% of a street-facing frontage and shall not exceed 20 linear feet 
without being interrupted by a window or entry. Mirrored glass, obscured glass and glass block cannot be used in meeting this requirement. Display windows may be 
used to meet this requirement, but must be transparent and shall not be painted or obscured by opaque panels.

6.

Orientation. The primary building entrances shall be visible and directly accessible from 
a public street.  Building massing such as tower elements shall be used to call-out the 
location of building entries.

D.
Exterior building materials contribute significantly to the visual impact of a building on the community. They shall be well designed and integrated into a comprehensive design style for the project. The total exterior wall area of each building elevation shall be composed of 
one of the following:


1.
At least thirty-five percent (35%) full-width brick or stone (not including window and 


door areas and related trim areas), with the balance being any type of lap siding and/or 


stucco. 


2.
At least thirty percent (30%) full-width brick or stone, with the balance being stucco 


and/or a “cementitious” lap siding. (A “cementitious” lap siding product is defined as a 


manufactured strip siding composed of cement-based materials rather than wood 


fiber-based or plastic-based materials. For example, Masonite or vinyl lap siding would 


not be allowed under this option.).


3.
All textured stucco, provided there are unique design features such as recessed 


garages, tile or metal roofs, arched windows etc. in the elevations of the buildings or 


the buildings are all brick stucco. Unique design features shall be reviewed by the 


Planning and Zoning Manager for compliance.


E.
Other similar design variations meeting the intent of this section may be approved by the 


Planning and Zoning Manager.

6.
MISCELLANEOUS CONDITIONS

A.
The uses of the proposed project shall only be those uses identified in the approved Planned Unit Develop​ment Conditions.  Any other proposed use must be specifically authorized by the Planning Commission in accordance with the Planned Unit Develop​ment amendment process.


B.
No person, firm or corporation shall erect, construct, enlarge, alter, repair, remove, improve, move, convert, or demolish any building structure, or alter the land in any manner without first submitting the necessary plans and obtaining appropriate approvals in accordance with the City of Leesburg Codes.  


C.
Construction and operation of the proposed use(s) shall at all times comply with City and other governmental agencies rules and regulations.


D.
The transfer of ownership or lease of any or all of the property described in this PUD Agreement shall include in the transfer or lease agreement, a provision that the purchaser or lessee is made good and aware of the conditions pertaining to the Planned Unit Development established and agrees to be bound by these conditions.  The purchaser or lessee may request a change from the existing plans and conditions by following the procedures as described in the City of Leesburg Land Development Code, as amended.  



E.
These PUD Conditions shall inure to the benefit of, and shall constitute a covenant running


with the land and the terms, conditions, and provisions hereof, and shall be binding upon the 


present owner and any successor, and shall be subject to each and every condition herein set 

out.

7.
CONCURRENCY

The proposed land use change or approval would result in demands on public facilities which would exceed the current capacity of some public facilities, such as, but not limited to roads, sewage, water supply, drainage, solid waste, parks and recreation, schools and emergency medical facilities. However, no final development order (building permits) shall be granted for a proposed development until there is a finding that all public facilities and services required for the development have sufficient capacity at or above the adopted level of service (LOS) to accommodate the impacts of the development, or that improvements necessary to bring facilities up to their adopted LOS will be in place concurrent with the impacts of the development.

WHEREAS, on July 24, 2000, the City Commission of the City of Leesburg, Florida, adopted Ordinance No. 00-29, whereby it consented to inclusion of the City of Leesburg within a municipal service taxing unit (“MSTU”) established by Lake County to fund ambulance and emergency medical services; and 


WHEREAS, Ordinance No. 00-29 established a date of September 30, 2001 as the date of which the ordinance would expire; and


WHEREAS, that date was later extended to September 30, 2003; and then again extended to September 30, 2006 by Ordinance 03-68; and


WHEREAS, as September 30, 2006 approaches, the City desires to extend once again the date on which its participation in the MSTU will expire; and


WHEREAS, the City is amenable to extending the expiration date for a three year term, but wishes to retain the ability to opt-out of the MSTU under certain circumstances,


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEOPLE OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA:

SECTION I.

The date on which Ordinance No. 00-29 expires is hereby amended to September 30, 2009.

SECTION II.

Notwithstanding the extension enacted by this Ordinance, the City reserves the right to terminate any further participation in the MSTU by giving written notice to Lake County at least 30 days prior to the date of termination, if any of the following events occur:

1. Control of the operation of ambulance services or emergency medical services is removed wholly or partially from the current operator, Lake – Sumter Emergency Medical Services, Inc.:

2. Control over, or funding of, ambulance services and/or emergency medical services is combined in whole or in part with control over, or funding of, fire protection services or other public services provided or funded by Lake County, Florida;

3. Tax revenues generated by the MSTU are utilized for any purpose other than the funding of ambulance service and emergency medical services; or

4. The level of service provided by Lake – Sumter Emergency Medical Services, Inc. declines materially to the point at which the Leesburg City Commission by an affirmative vote declares that the quality of service is no longer acceptable, provided however that if the City invokes this condition as a reason for termination then Lake - Sumter Emergency Medical Services, Inc. may present a written proposal to the City for upgrading service or curing problems with service and if the City Commission deems that proposal to be acceptable it may rescind its termination.

SECTION III.

This Ordinance shall take effect upon its passage and adopting according to law.
