PUBLIC HEARING CASE #039-1-050808, JOHNSON PROPERTY, REZONING 

REQUEST FOR A RECOMMENDATION TO THE CITY COMMISSION FOR REZONING OF APPROXIMATELY .19 ACRES FROM M-1 (INDUSTRIAL) TO R-2 (MEDIUM DENSITY RESIDENTIAL), FOR PROPERTY GENERALLY LOCATED AT THE CORNER OF BRADFORD STREET & NORTH CHESTER STREET AS LEGALLY DESCRIBED SEC. 22. TWP 19S, RGE. 24E. (TENTATIVE CITY COMMISSION DATES JUNE 9, 2008 AND JUNE 23, 2008)
Dan Miller, Senior Planner, entered exhibits into the record, which in​cluded the application, staff summary, departmental review summary, staff recommendations, general location map, aerial, maps, and photos.  
Mike Miller, Planner, presented the overhead visuals including the maps, aerial and photos.    

Dan Miller reviewed and summarized the request and stated staff’s recommendation as follows:

· The proposed zoning district of R-2 (Medium Density Residential) is compatible with adjacent property to the north also zoned R-2 (Medium Density Residential) and does not appear to create a detriment to surrounding properties zoned M-1 (Industrial).
· The proposed zoning district of R-2 (Medium Density Residential) is compatible with properties to the north, south and west that have an existing City future land use designation of Low Density and does not appear to create a detriment to property to the east designated Industrial. 

· The rezoning of the subject property is consistent with the City’s Growth Management Plan, Future Land Use Element, Goal I, Objective 1.6. 
· Vote to approve the recommendation to amend the zoning for the subject property from M-1 (Industrial) to R-2 (Medium Density Residential) as proposed by staff and forward to the City Commission for consideration.
